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(U) Health Services Assessment: Irag

Key Judgments

(U) Mass casualties would quickly overwhelm the entire health care system.

(U) Iraq’s infant mortality rate is 13 times higher than that in the United States.

(U) Military medical facilities generally are inadequate. Despite many large military hospi-
tals in Baghdad, the quality of care is much lower than that provided in Western countries.
However, it is better than the care provided by Iraqi government hospitals.
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Key Judgments (Continued)

(U) Humanitarian assistance and medical supplies obtained under the United Nations’ reso-

lutions will continue to benefit the Iraqi military while providing minimal medical assis-
tance to the Kurds and Shia.
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
