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7. +G.). OTHER SIGNIFICANT EVENTS: RWANDA -- SITUATION UPDATE. 
MORTAR AND SMALL ARMS FIRE WAS REPORTEDLY HEARD IN THE CAPITAL CITY 
OF KIGALI ON THE EVENING OF 4 OCTOBER. ALTHOUGH THE SOURCE OF THE 
SHOOTING IS NOT KNOWN, IT MAY HAVE BEEN THE WORK OF A SMALL GROUP OF 
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THE INVADING RWANDAN MEMBERS OF THE UGANDAN NATIONAL RESISTANCE 
ARMY. THE INVADERS HAVE SUFFERED SEVERE BLOWS BY THE RWANDAN AIR 
FORCE IN THE LAST SEVERAL DAYS AND HAVE BROKEN INTO SMALL GROUPS 
CARRYING OUT GUERRILLA ACTIVITIES IN THE COUNTRYSIDE. A SMALL GROUP
