thus far seen. Eormerly, the Army kePt the populace in the dark regarding
guerrilla operations. This news release, along with its back up documents,
represents a reversal of Army policy to iemain quiet on the terrorist
issue. Turther, it served the GOA as a vehicle to supPort their contention
that subversi.on in Argentina is one phase of an international conflict. It
also adds to the ntuuber of other indicators that the GOA feels it has won its
battle against subversion and can now proceed to securiug Peace as it uoves

The police of the Buenos Aires made an investigation into trafficking of
iilegal devices. After some statements made by a determjned group of people
captured documents and testimonial evidence, the investigation uncovered
a group of people known as the "Gravier Group". From that point the probiem
took on two different dimensions:

Qne is purely economic and deals with i11ega1 trafficking of devices and other
corrnittants in and'rout ofthe country. The second, certainly more transcendent,
deals with the Gravier Group, which worked in favor of the subversion. The Gravier
Group had received a sum of several millions dollors on deposit to be used in
support of the subversion as much jnside as outside of the country with fu11
knowledge of its founders.

Seeing the gravity of the situation the conmander of the First Corps, Army of
Argentina, in whose province the act took p'lace, sought approval from the
Conrmander in Chief in accordance with Law number 21.460, for the conven'ing of
a council of war to deal with the problem.

A general was des'ignated as senior council member. The purpose was to determine
as qu'ickly as possible who rras responsible for the act. It is worth wh'ile in this
case to point out the problem presented by the two dimensions of the investigation;
The case of cormon economic guilt and the case of obvious subversive guilt,

Subversion is al1 action, clandestine or open, insidious or violent, that
seeks the alteration or destruction of the moral criterfons and the way of life
of a people with the final goal of seizing power of imposing a new way of life
based on a difference scale of values.

The development of subversion is normally cause through various phases or
stages whbse differentiation - formal only - show the rate of evolut'ion of the
proiiss.

It
believed in the armed struggle as the only means of taking pot,rer.

Up to i965 the FRIP continuedits fundamental actions to gairt members and
strengthen its doctinal p'latform.

The Workers Trotskyist Party (P0T) was, if not the most numerous group in the front,
the most active and radical and adhered to the Internation 4.

At the beginning of .1965 the POT had there first party congress which resulted
in the fusion of the two ideoohies, forming the workers revolutionary party which
ideologically, was direct'ly al igned with the Internationa'l 4.

In 1966, having establisned an efficient poltical apparatus, the PRT had its second
congress, fn which they decided to enter the armed struggle.

The years 19'06/67 can be c<lnsidered as milestones of importance in the development
of subversive aggression in Latin America.

Between the third ano thirteenth of August,196e, the Tri-Continent'ial conference
convened jn Havana, Cuba, with revolutionary marxist representat'ives from America,
Asia and Africa.
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A simi'liar conference occured at tite meeting of t!9 OLAS (orgal!zqtlon of Lat'in

Americal Solidariiyi-on-ir'.-thirty-first of-July 1967. The 0LAS determined that the

In answer to this determ.ination of the 0LASm in Bolivia the rural guerilla movernent

The PRT followed, forming sector I of the titree formed by the ELN (1,2 and B).

The death of the Geuvamam the later of the Inti Peredo (.1969), terminated guerilla
aiiionr in Bo]ivia.

ideological lines ofMao Tse Tung, Ho Chi i[ing, and Che Guevarra-

As this situation meant the loss of help and support from the international order,
Santucho looked anxiously for cuban support, adhering himself to this end, to the
current latin american marxist subversives.

This posture meant, imp'licitly, the adoption by the PRT of the FOQUISTA theory
susta\ned by Che Guevarra. Ai a consequence of this, at the start of l4arch 1974, the
rural front was begun 'in the Tucuman prov'ince.

Initial by certain iniLial successes, the PRT-ERP moved to solidify its apparatus
of marxiit aggresion. As a first stage, attention was concentrated on the f imit

of Cono Su (T,N. South Cone) of the continent. This mechanism, named Junta De

Coordinatiori nevoiuiion.iii (-lCn) (T.N. Councjl of Revolutionary Coordination )
centered the subversive organizatjons of Argentina, Chi'le, Bolivia and Uraguay:

In the beginning of l97l relations started between the two groups. 0n the i?th of
gctober, i973, ihey formed a new organ'izat'ion that took the name of one of them.

In a brief synthesis you can conclude that most of the ment'ioned BDSM are marxist,
some leninists, and oihers, trotskyists.

It is for this reason that in some docuneints
which they brought to the population, they went no further than to use words such as
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"llational Socialism". The intention was to use words Iike "National" as bait to
attract the unprepared or unwary.

0n the other hand, in secret documents of the band, whose difusion is limited to
a reduced number of members ofthe party, a language is used that not only differs
from that used on the population, but that dlearly defines thier ideological roots.

lrle saw some paragraphs frorn this type of document:

This document was sent to all the zone secretaries for their analysis with the final
conclusion that jt served as a basis for a nationa'l congress that r'rou'ld have been
realized before the end of'1976, an-d so that the themese could be discussed with the
same method-logica'l reference.

In onepart of the document Historical Materialism is recogn'ized as the principle
theoretical contribution to understanding the Capitolost System and it's economic
social and cultural mechanisnrs of exploitation. Furthermore they consider Logical
lrlaterialisnr as the principle theoretical and methodo'logical contribution to integrally
analysing the truth, tak'ing into account its internaj dynamics and the contradictions
made in it.

This "way with Particularities" previously refemed to, is nothing but the Adoption
of their procedured to the characteristics of our population by making acceptable,
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through Fraud, an ideology that our people reiect. It is also observed that banners

to subtiy distori them and to pursue solutions that Peronism never proposed or
applied, such as:

b) Another important aspect for characterizing I,!0NTONEROS Ideology It glYe! by

latest band corrstituted an act of loosening in the PCR (Revo'lutionay Cornmunist
party) who in their own time, formed a separated }tao.ist fact'ion of the Youth
Communtst Federation (FJC). The difference was that the l4arxist, Leninist,
Maoist far had an important development and an ideologjcal purity that allowed
them to absorb the original arrd getergenous t'lontoneros, impose Marxism and lenin-
ism on thern, arrd ut'ilize their name.

Its internationalist character is reflected in the rapid constitution of a multi-
,iiionir oiganization-(council of Revolutionary Coord'ination-JCR) destined to
coordinate lhe revolutionary war in AMERICA and aiming to imp'lant, country
by country, l,larxist regiines.

3) 0ther Bands of Del inquent Subvers ive Marxists (BDSM)

0f the rest of the bands (0cP0, FAL, ERP22, FAP, etc.) they can be summarized by
saying that they are constituted by the reuslts of discrepancies in ideoiogical
roots, the procedures of conducting the armed struggle, or personal ambitions ofthe
I eaders.

Other groups ex'ist, some of them apparently extreme right, lacking in ideolog'ica1
purity. In nrany cases they are utilized as a cover from crime or personal
econom'ic gain.

In conclusion, the tsDSi4 of significance that still operate are I'larxist-leninist and,
n e case tlre itlontoneros, their Marxism is covered by the phrase "National

Sociafism" that, as they produce their own documents, is on'ly an adaption to the
characteristics ofour country, to make their cause more acceptable before a history
of rejection of i.larxism on the part ofour popuiation.

The third step is long term. In it they aspire t9 infiltrate and win certain
sectors attEched to the Church such as the Mother's League, Youth Groups, and of
possible, minor clerig'ical heirarchys, especially those pertaining to villages or
worker' s nei ghborhoods.

1,1ith the same goal the l.lontoneros have created a group known as "Christians for
Liberation, ani have started ylork on a psuedo "Catholic l*lovelnent" that, rub by the
organ'ization, contributes to the achievement of their objectives.

The tactics or particular procedures differ in each caseiaccording to the atmosphere
in which they are applied. For a better picture here are some examples:

-Attnackinq the student and nei qhborhood level

A friend invites a young person to a group talk the type that always ends with the same
moral; the necessity of solidarity, the situation of the country's social secotrs,
or the things that-the country should have but doesn't possess,

.t^lith these sessions there are one or two people anlyzing the reactions of those present
to see which ones have more socia'l unrest. After a few talks they invite their
selectees to a meeting on one or another pretext and they are expertly brainwashed;
they are sent reading material etc., according to their reactions they are gradually
exposed to the organizations until their definite recreuitment; Later through
participation in acts on the edge of the law, their obligation is fortified and any
Iater separation from the group is impeded.

In student areas jt is an often used procedure, especially on secondary students, when
the BDSM develope structures. Aomng these structures are; the union of secondary
students (uES), the Montonera university Youth (JUM), the Guevarist youth
(JG) of the PRT-ERP. Thus they prepara the youth who Iater will be training the'ir
troop or agitating, as workers in the labor cornmunity.

Attrackinq and wooin q the Economy in the Labor Conrnunity

After the analysis of a zone, the most important unions are chosen and through them
the factories or sectors of a higher irnportance in the 1ocal or national economy
are intially infiltrated. Normally university students are employed as workers
or emp)oyees. From there agitation is started and later comes the establishment
of cormissions para.lleling the legal ones which are usually in the hands of persons
not respondent to the idelog_y. The action is atraction propaganda, and initially
provoking a confrontation of workers against employer throulh-usuaily unreasonabie
demands, in order to move Iater , or simultaneously, to the worker-rultional Government
confrontation with clear poiitical-ideoiogical references. This is taken out of the
creation of, or expanding of existing conflicts.

In almost ail cases this action is complimented by the use of armed p'latoons to
push the businessmen into supporting the demands irf the workers. roi^ tiris they resortto threats, intimidating-actions, k'idnappings, or assassinations thus imposing terror
and.forcing acceptance of the activit's demands. They use these also to bolsier
their own mora'le.

b) BDSM-PRT-ERP

The actions carried out in this area, which like the Montoneros is the most heavy

area of activity, orgina'lly consists of the search for massive economic recovery
performed at a basic level to acquire llolitical character.

The action is manifested through Iarge and varjed procedures executed in open or
covert forms, with great similarity to those of the l,lontoneros, but introducing some

They have been organizing popu'lar groups in order to dramatize the problems and end
each act'ion with propagandist'ic exp'loitation.

Armed pl.opaganda. Done through diverse means and emphasing the assaulting and robb€ry
merclantt prtncipally of necessary commodities, which are later given out in
lower income neighborhoods and villages as a propaganda method.

In rural areas (TUCUt'tAN )

Whe-n they inserted themselves in the zone they basically used the following procedures:
Attraction

basedln-Efiffi-ploitation of the difficult situation of the poor people in the zone
and their nationalist spirit.

Distribution of to the ooor oeool e

Exploiting the critical econom'ic situat'ion of the large TUCUMAN rural sector, they
managed overpriced payment for products of the area or they gave direct economic aid
to certain poor persons with purpose of obtaining colaberation especially Iog'istic-
and at least their silence.

Coersion and threats

This objective was executed with an objective similiar to the previous, especially
for keep'ing people quiet, and in some cases for recruit'ing. This was directed towards
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the poor people and their families.

Recruitinq money

In some cases thjs band, complimenting the previous procedures, managed to recruit
people through the initial piyment if important sums ofmoney to the families of the
recruitees, and later monthly payments.

In summary the procedures are based on destruction and fear. They look to destroy
the countiy through the destruction of installations, transportation, production and

anytlring that conlributes to the crisis. Assassinations, irrational crimes, -
iiinippingi and sabotage constitute the pi'l1ars of their actions. The principle. -effecl'is-to implant tirror in order that terror will break down the opposition._ T0

do this they burn businesses, destroy houses, kill businessmen, workers, officials
educators, 

-policeo 
and members of the rnilitary and civil service. Trhough this.they

attempt to bacify-the rest of the population, forcing them to go along with their
pr0grams.

c) Current situat'ion

1) General situation

a) The operations effected by the legal forces against the BDSM have uncovered
them in extremely critical situations whose depth is made more visible in tite PRT-ERP,

b) The potential of these bands has suffered a serious setback as a

consequence of:

I ) Death, detention, and desert'ion of a number of important personel
agravated by circumstances. This includes national and zonal Ieaders and personel
of greater revolutionary experience.

2) Loss of iniportant logistic infrastrucutres and within this, the loss of
arms manufacturing and means of propaganda.

3) Lack of repiacement for lost personnel and diffjculties in obtaining
them as a consequence of the defeats they are suffering and a lack of support from
the people.

4) Important deterioration of moral manifested through:

-Important increase in desertions
-Desertion of personnel important in the heirarchy
-Collaboration soom after capture to such an extent that usefu) groups have

been formed as the Legal Forces as a consequence of the knowledge they have of the
band.

-l,lecessity of the band to resort punishment by death for those who desert.

d) The attribution has provocated their disunity in almost all of the country. They
are maintaining an organization of relative efficiency only in the zones and areas
of the Gran BS, ASm LA PLATA , and Arco Rivereno del PARANA. (T.N. These names
and abbreviations would be familiar to those present when this brdefing was given,
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they desg'inate geographical regions of Argentina
?) Part'icular situation

a) BDSM ['i0NT0NER0S

They are still in the zones of LA PLATA, Gran BS AS, Arco Ribereno of the
PARANA where their attrition oscilates 30% and 60%. In the rest of the country
their situation is very stongly defeated and close to being annihilated. In general
they are at about 25% of their point of greatest development.(19i5).

They have Iost the capacity to operate against military effect'ivess, but have
conserved to their capacity to carry out actions such as bomb'ings and assassinations that
require few personnel. They are not extremely hazardous to the guemillas but they
produce spectacular effects.

The band does not internally hide this s'ituation and deals with it in certain internal
documents.

Thus they point out:

-The elevated grade ofknow'ledge about them that the Legal Forces posses.
-The necessity of reverting the situation of:complete inoperability jn the interior
of the country.
-The extreme'ly high rate of Iosses they have suffered and haven't managed to reduce.
-The deterioration of the morale of the organization which they attribute to the
collaboration of those who have been detained, or captured.
-In order to preserve the lives of their principal leaders they are cons'idering
abandoining the country so that they can operate a broad, therefore covering themselves
from the actions of-the Legal Forces. Infonnat'ion has been djscovered that would
indicate that some leaders can already be found abroad.

In order to overcome this critical situation they are going to concentrate on the
following objectives:

-Avoid demoraiization and annuhilation by the Legal Forces.
-Create situations of confrontation of the Legal Forces with sectors of the popuiation.
-That within the deprived and poor people, attitutes can be started that are in
support of subversion.
-0bstruct the function of the Government in all areas as a means of compensat'ing for
or extenuating the Government's objective of defeating them militarily.

in order to manage these objectives they have developed a strategy knovln by the band
as'rstrategy of indirect approximation", which consists of attacking, other than
militarily, through actions carried out in distinct areas of national business that
indirectly contribute to the widening of the crisis and fracturing the functions of
the government, especially the economjc plan.

In sunthesis , with litt]e variation, the final objective is the seizure of
polit'ica'l povrer to establislr a marxist socialism.

Tlien, using the National Liberat'ion Front (FLN), which included dist"inct social sectors
oppoi"J to"the government and fractions of institutions broken avray from the
government, the MLN formed it's backbones.

In this manner, they planned to establjsh a transition government which they ca11ed
,,The Popular Siate of'Capitolisnt" as a prelir,rinary step towards the establ'ishment of
'Marxist social ism.

1) General character

As we have seen, narxist subversion tries to destroy the system in power

through its attack, 'in any form, on the basic pillars: political.institutions
econofri. systems, FF AA, and culture with the obiective of creating and/or
deepening I crisis such a point that it leads to the seizure of power through the
support of the armed bands.

The center of pressure is over the worker's sector, especia'lly'in the industrial, who

as a resu1t of'subversive politicaiization consider the solut'ions and ansu,ers offered
by the subversives to the more managable/ and favorable.

a) l,lith that intention and the premise that the end iustifies the means,
they utilze three general types of procedures in all areas of national business.

l) The first have attractive goals and are fundamentally based on criticizm
of the cument system and it's leaders and in the propaganda of their ideas, which
js irritiated by the claiming of recovered terriroties, continous with requirements
of a political nature and ends with marxist-leninist propositions as the final
sol ution.

2) Tire second has destructive goals and is directed as much at material benefits
as at actual persons and onstitutions. Ihey are violent in nature, at odds with
elemental rights of mankind, and are manifested through: terroist outrages done
rv'ith expJ,osives of high and low power, individual and ioint assasinations, extensive
intjmidations of fanilies, industrial sabotage etc. 0ther means of a less violent
character have the objective of undoing, perturbing and destroying from withjn the
systems and institutions, ,i:ncluding families and, the values they sustain. One of
the objectives they attempted was the expelling of leading foreign businessmen as a

nreans of impeding the economy and the affluence of foreigners.

3) The third has aS an object'ive the development of their structures and the
susta'ining of their members and is based as much on obtaining funds as managing
political support and the denuciation that in our country, human rights are very 1ow.

The principle means of obtaining funds has been the various kidnappings (in one
case they were pa'id 60 mill'ion U.S dollars).

\ This important financual capacity allows them to establish operative house and
vehiclesi the installation of sophisticated devices and arms factories; payment of
salaries to members of the organization who are exclusivl.v dedicated to subversive
activity; the puyi:ng obligat'ions and an apparatus at the international level, etc.

b) Complmenting what was previousiy stated, there are many procedures directed
* at the population jn general towards managing the determined bechavior of certain

social sectors. The procedures further mentioned are only the more important ones
and in those is produced in general, a conscientious effort in their application
on the part of the distinct BDSM.
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organic structure and the loss of their territorial seating. This loss'is
easier to see ir vou take into account that'in 1974 and 1975 they attacked military
units with certaii-iuicesses and almost created a zone under their control in the

TUCUI{AN Provi nce.

Their morale is very low and in a state very difficult to overcome'

Their inactiv.ity in the rural area of TUCUMAN is due to the annihilation of the
,,RA}40N,lIMENEZ l4orntiin Companyi'. It been ll months since they have performed

any rural combative actions.

Their activity in urban areas is f imited almost exclusively to the execution of AS,

,iir,'ttr.-eice'e'tion-oi iome crirnes comn',ittuo in ear'ly March of this year which did
nothing to alter their state of prostration.

Their capacity for armed action is Iess than that of the l40t'lT0NEROS currently.
lreverlreiess lhey uie .onr..ving with limitations, lhei.r gapacity for propaganda

at the national level oriten'ted towaids obtaining sol'idarity among subversive marxist
groups.

In the same fashion as the M0NTOMEROS the BDSM is trying to escape the current
crit'ical situation by the following obiectives:
--Avoi d ann'i hi I ati on
-reorganize their dispersed and-disorganized forces.
-Infiitrate the rnassei (especially the workers)
-l4ain.Eain a certain state of force through AS ind minor armed actions that, with little
rrjzaia to themse1ves, create great reperiussions and corresponding political profit.
-0btain international sol idarity.

In order to manage these objectives the BDSM PRT ERP has developed the follor'ling
strategy:

-They have dropped actions in the rural areas and limited themselves to urban areas

wfre.l eipeclafiV in the worker's sector, they have fu11y vocablized.their Pglitical
work ana'tpied to.eorg"nize in the hope that more favorable conditions rvill be

produced for continuing operations through armed actions.

4. Concl usions

a. Subversion does not constitute actions isol,ated to our country, but a

manifestation more of constant action and of experimented epxansion by marxism

in the world. Its actions'in our country are a part of the stragety followed by the
world order and its evolution is very much1inked to them.

b. The disttnct BDSI'I that act in ARGENTINA offer a spectrum of diverse ulays for
reaching the same goal;, the impiantation of l4arxist Socialism. They proportion.distinct
a'lternalives while reaching that objective in order to facil'itate r:rajor attraction
towards their offerings of apparently distinct ideologies w'ith a. maior or minor
grade of a supposed mationalism.

c. Akthough nith a distinct definition of the center of important for ali the
diverse areas according to particular strategic concep'Eions and gains from the
opportune situation all the BDSM develope or attempt to develope their actions
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in alI areas (po1 iticai, social , rel igious, psycho'logical , cultural , economic)
through armed action, rural or urban"

. All of them also, with their actions, attempt through adhesion the control and\ do,ination of the population, eausing generi'l insuriection.

d. Subversive marxjst action counts on effectives and slrmpathizers in large
numbers in aI'l environments, moving themsleves with expertise and showing very
convincingly as a consequerc€,of the foliowing principle factors:

I) Long years of infj'ltration and ulork in fundamental environments such as education
and culture.

?j Succesfve socio-economic and polit'ica1 frustrations by demagogic and irresponsible
public demonstrations

3) Absence of adequate legal and politicai answers which per mits the accelerated and
successful development of subvers'ive organizations.

e. After having reached their highest degree of power in theyears 1974/1975, the
power of the subversive bands began to decline and has been maintained at a rate
of descent that they haven't managed to modify.

The area in which his constant deterioration materialized is the area of armed
operations. After having reached virtual dominion over the rural area ofTUCUl'lAN,\ they had nnanaged the capcity, in various parts of the country, of attacking police
organizations and the Armed Forces, and ternporarily capturing some small local'ities.
Today they show a regression'in these procedures employed and they act in a uJay
similiar to the forms of stadges past, staying almost exclusively limited to
assasinations and temorism.

f. From the start of the Armed Forces campaign on the part o f the Government a
maior attrition was produced in the BDSM as much in personnel as in material which

t they continued to suffer until raching a situation unfavorable for operating through
armed actions. Having lost theliberty of actions and 'initiative, they produced an
'important retrocession in the 'level of their activ'ities, and a considerab'le delay
in the application of their plans.

gl The M0NTONER0S continue as the most developed and dangerous of the BDSlvl. This is
a result of their expert covering of their marxism. Nevertheless they haven;t found
the answer in the population.

During the final part of last year and in the present year they suffered important
personnel Iosses, not on'ly in quantity but in thehierarchy and/or officials that fil'led
the'logistic infrastructure which was badly affected by the loss of shops and
important annaments.

Therefore the Montoneros returned to past irrational and 'indiscriminate terrorist
procedures such as spectacular bombings in the SSF (T.N. - unk. abbreviation),
Military Theatre, and the secretary of plans of the ministry of defense.

h. The BDSi'l which suffered the worst losses was the PRT-ERP, wilo were immersed in
\ a great crisit with difficult situations such as:
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-The loss of popular support
-lmportant losses of personnel among whome are experienced leaders.
-Important losses of material, armaments, and the infrastructure of
propaganda.
-Deficient financial status
-notable loss of combat efficiency.
-Series of uninterrupted operational defeats of as great a magnitute in the
rural front (TUCUMAN) as in the urban (I'4ONTE CHING0L0).
-Serious'ly affected moral e.

This organ'ization still counts on an important element of the JCR, who,
operat'ing in the exterior, contribute to caus'ing reactions and attitudes
unfavorable for the country.

i. The BDSM coincide on the importance they give to urban concentrations,
epsecially in factories, as a center of importance of their activit'ies, basing
their success on the massive attraction of the labor sector. The PRT-ERP, who
recently had their center of operations well defined in their rural activites,
modified their attitude and relocated their center in the city with the same level
of activity, even though late)y, they haven;t completely stuck to urban areas.

Coherently with this the bands moved their geographic centers to CORD0BA, Arco
Industrical Ribereno del PARANA, Gran BS, AS and LA PLATA. I'levertheiess the Lega
Forces made sure that they moved to these locations.

i. The organizations propitiated or const'ituded by elements of more than one
BDS did not acquire the development of prescribed importance and didn;t projec t
a goal with the force realized for their creation:

-The CGT - R made mosi'ly of their wide propagandization, they d'idn;t manage the
desired effects and their programmed activities were a caramity.

-The CADHU, neither managed the des.ired effects but djd manage to lower the
reputation of the country from outside.

k. The BDS had a change of strategu for when the armed struggle was completed,It would be conducted'in a second plan ofindurect actions deiigned to prevent,
even 'invol untari'ly, a counter-insurection by the popu I ati on .

These direct actions are comp'lemented with minor armed actions; armed propaganda
assassinations and fundamental AS and crimes seelting the production of speclacular
acts that give an exaggerated image of the'ir real cipacities.

This strategy is fundamentally conceived to sustain an imediate annhialation and
prolong the struggle while they try, through sabotauge and other actions of
resistence, to destroy the functions of the government.
.l.. 

.Finally_the important errors made by the subversion that brought about their
demise should be pointed out:

I) Their first and greates mistake was to misjudge the mood of the population
in the belief that the difficult econornic situation would make the peoiii receptive
to their predictions follow their banners and lend them their support
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The populatjon not only did not accept their attempts to implant by force
ideologies total'ly foreing to their feelings but b ecause of the terror the
bands tried to give them their rejected the most important goals of the subversion.

2) Another important error, on the part of the I40NT0NER0S, was the intent to
mislead sectors of peronism, attempting to make them forget the'ir expulsion on the
part of the then president. The MONT0I|ER0S through they could make them abandon

their pofitical posture and turn to Marxism-Lenenism.

3) Finally the error that had the worst consequene for their survival as

aimed bandi was their disascertained evaluation of the professional capac'ity, 
-ipliitrii ionesion, moral solidarity and spirit of the strugg'le of the integral

members of the RrmeO Forces and Legil Forces (police etc.). Their error v.Jas

made more visible by the impregnability of the members of these forces to
AS that was demonstiatea to'th6 bands w'ith each recurring armed action against
them and by them against the bands.

The self possesion and discjpline demonstrated by the Legal Forces before
the cowardly assassinations of numerous members of their heirarchy was

interpreted by the bands as a disab'ility and a sign that they could be

defeated easily.

But once they were ordered to fight the subversion reality was rapidly
made clear and these Forces, aided by the collaboration of the population,
'init'iated effective action that soon put the bands in a situation of profound
clisis that signaled a transcient stage towards the'ir definite annhialation.

III. BRIEFING OF THE G.3 . OPERATIONS

1. INTRODUCTION

I think its evident from what we've heard that the strugle in our
country today is not iust a struggle between the Armed Forces and the
de'l inquent subversive Marxists.

All of our people have been suffering since this foreign nrinority of
subversjves began imposing through violence and terror a system that is
strange to our nationality, our religion and our history.

Argentine man is the object and subject of this struggle. The
subversion problem has been brought to the point that he can understand
it and be defended from it by contributions from each member of our society
towards the elimination of this scourge.

The FFAA, the nations instrument against any type of aggression, has
been a prime target for subversive aggression. Their capability and
cohesion have been one of the principle obstacles against the subversives
eagerness to conquer the Argentine people.
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Those who work for the country are their enemies; from the most humble
worker, -who's daily labor a'ids progress, to the businessman who generates
the benefits and fountains of work, to the unionists, journalists, educators,
policemen, profesonals etc.

It's been a while since the FFAA began the fight against marxist
subversion. You may remsnber that on the 25th of May 1973, the great
majority of the Ieaders of the subversive organizations were detained
or had escaped to the exterior. The amnesty granted on that date and the
facilities granted wear frankly comp'lex and they permited the subversion to
infiltrate and develop until there was a certain danger for the integrity
of the nation.

The digress'ion imposed on the LCS (T.N.: LCS possibly means Struggle
Against Subversion (Lucha Contra Subversion). Otherwise unknown.)

At the beginning of'1975 organ'ized action against subversion was
reinitiated by the FFAA, the Subversion had been developed in a changed
political content that was characterized by three clearly different stages:
0n the gth of February 1975 the Army initiated 0PERATI0N INDEPENDENCE in
TUCUMANi in 0ctober the intervention of the FFAA was extended throughout the
country and by the 24th of March I976 the action acquired the necessary
integra'l character to initiate the PRN (T.tl.: unknown abbrev. )

2, OPERATION INDEPENDENCE

The Army assigned special transcendency to operations in TUCUI'IAN.
This signified it's interventjon in defense of the national integrity
threatened by the BDS PRT-ERP who attempted to amputate a part of the
nation creating the S0 (TN: S0 possibly means Subversive 0rganizatjon) of
the city of TUCUMAN, a "dominated zone" 'in which they imposed marxism by
vio'lence and terror and where they burned a flag that isn't exactly the one
that Grl BELGRAN0 bequeathed to us, synbol of our father iand.

a. ANTECEDENTS

I) in the middle of 1973 the PRT-ERP decided to modify it's actions,
which unti] then has been urban on1y, intending to bui'ld a rural front
that through the domination of a geographic zone would allow them international
consideration. The objective was to obtain politica) support as well as
economic and material support.

2) At the beg'inning of the month of 0CTOBER they initiated the de-
velopment of a revolutionary center in which they attempted to construct
Ioca'l power or "dominated zone" through three stages:

a. In one stage, they were trying to captivate by means
of fraud and false prom'ises to the poor people of the zone, who lived in
a difficu1t socio-economic situation, that had dragged on since years past.
Parallelly they recognized and organized the terrain in which they wouid
Iater operate.
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To the workers this subversive organization disavowed the existence
of a free'ly elected government, forgetting the arguments they had used
one year before for reason of the armed struggle.

An improtant part of the revolutjonary organizing process was the
creation and deveiopment of a paramilitary force that could consititute a :

threat of certajn magnitude that would oblige the national authorities
to utilize the FFAA in the'largest number possible. The paramilitary force
could resist the actions of the FFAA in order to creat an image of
''beligerance" on the part of the government in world opinion. Such a
force would serve also as a means of control, agitatfon, and coaction of
the population of the zone in order to assure their co1laboration,

I

Thus the band pompous)y known as the RAMON ROSA GII'IENEZ M0UNTAIN
company was born. They began to operate in small actions, acts of terrorism
and sabotauge, while recruiting and training nevl recruits in order totry to construct an'idealizing B Mte. (TN: possibley meaning "B company"
(mountain)).

b. In the second stage, from the beginning of May 1974 the
subversion progressively passed to open actions, increasing unlawful acts
and also, with them, the fear and control over the population wh'ich they
sought. Acts of terrorism and armed propaganda explnited. They chargedtolls for passanger cars. They spoke libel and paraded their -banners

before the population. The convoked the population and performed
parodies of "revo.lutionary justice." These ended in assassination of
public servants or humble poor peop'le as in the case of the agent
!VD0R0 IBARRA, and HECTOR OscAR ZARASPE arms of SANTA LUCIA, or the
BEsucO C0RD0BA in POTERERO DE LAs TABLAS, who's only crime has been
gomp.lying with his obl igations. Fina]ly, they took- charge of formation
in which they flew their bastard flag with which they tried to replace
our blue and white national colors.

It should be pointed out here that in 1974 they attempted an
action of great repercussion as much national as international, when
they tried to capture RI Airfield l7 (CATAMARCA), simultaneousiy wfth
the action at the Military Factory at VILLA MARIA. The defeat ind
Iosses suffered at CATAI'IARCA where blown out of proportion by marxist
propagands. They performed a series of assassinations of officers in
reprisal for their loss.

c. In December 1974 the third stage was initiated. t,l.ith
recru'its from the zone, arrivals from other distinct parts of the country,
and foreign members of international marxist subversive service, the
BDS Iaunched their maxfmum combat capacity at a strength of .l50 

armed
and organized men in the forest/mountain areas and as many more workingin the plains areas. These were to operate their and fit-in the infrastructure
of support or provide relief. The activists, collaborators, synpathizers,
and agitators were not included in these contractions.

Having launched this situation, the ERp considered itself in a
situation to launch the stage of open action, trying to solidjfy it,s
"domi nated zi ne" .
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For this they increased even more their actions, demonstrating at
various opportunlt'ies their "mountain company" to the population who

thus lived'in a Situation of complete insecurity, fear, and confusion.

b. The Decision to Utilize the ArmY

l) The Army closely followed these acts l|Jith profound worry.
Never the less the government position tried to minimize the problem
for political reasons, consideiing the problem to be a poiice problem,
thus impeding mi1 itary intervention.

2) After the intentjon of capturing RI airfjled 17 the
government siezed the opportun'ity to order the penetrat'ion of the Br I V

(TN: RI & BrlV are both unk. to the translator) in the heavily wooded
mountain range of TUCUI-IAN. Their patrols compromised the presence
of subversive elements in the zone and provided evidence of the plan of
the troop infrastructure, and va1uable information on the elements of
support in the plains.

3) Before the risk this signified for national security the
Conmander in Chief of the Army 'insisted before the PEN (TN: PEN is an
abbreviation for some part of the government) on the employment of the
Army. After a forceful and persistent job of convincing them, they allowed
said intervent'ion through Decree "S' 261175.

c . Zo._n-e_ of 0pera!.i ons

The zone in which they operated presents two perfectly different
regi ons :

t) The plains area, situated along national route 38 where the
principle 'localities, density of population, sugar cane farms, and
industrial establishments are found.

2l The mountainous z'ine, whose mountains extend all the way to
the equator, parralel to the previous, with dense'ly forested ranges that
impede aerial and ground observation and considerably limit transportability.

d. Applied Stratesy

I'm going to d'iscuss some details unknown unti'l now for reasons
of military security, but that jn the current situation are not inconvenient
to clarify

(l ) For carrying on the studies for the p'lanning of 0PERATION
INDEPENDENCE, some basic considerations were established that served to
define the operational strategy and to apply it, and to give a better
comprehension of the problem:

(a) fhe characteristics of the zine that facil'itated
easy hiding of the delinquent subversives, their great mobility that
allowed them to elude an undesjred battle, made it practically impossible
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to find them in the terra'in, a basic recquirement for destroying them

rapi dly.

Forthatreason,itwasindispensabletoconcieveanoperational
strategy ttrat wasn'i based on a tactical battle but that would try to
fall ui6n the actJally sens'ib1e parts of their organizat'ion, the static
parts, the support st-ructure tat lacked the mobility of their armed

bands.

(b) TUCUMAN only constituted one focal point of the
problem, in that the'solution shouldn't impligate abandonement of the
btner specific responsibilit'ies and actions that the FFAA had to carry
out in the rest of the country. The opposite of thjs would have been

more favorable for the subveriion, who trjed to lure and trap our forces
in one area to facilitate their operations in other zones.

(c) 0n the other hand the search for a rapid.defini-
tion implied the pdsiiUility of paying a high pli99 in the blood of young

solideri who were conscriptLO tnto-thi FFAA to fulfill their ob1igation to
ihe d"f"nse of the Father land. It is necessary to preserve them because

they are the future of the nation.

(d) It's convenient to point out, that the prudence
with which jt was carried out, and the strict economy of
material with which it was operated avoided an eventual
for the country, even though it was partial. flg lnherent
inconveniences that all of th'is had accrued wou'ld have
altered the ljfe of the countrY.

(2) Consequently the application of a strategy of annhialation
was discarded'ana a strategy of deterioration was concieved that funda-
mentally consisted of forming a prolonged maneuvering that.would initially
initate the isolation of our subversive opponents from their support
structured in order to hamass them in a permanent and systematic form
until their destruction or their abandonment of the zone while parallelly
liberating the people from fear.

(3) This idea of maneuvers had three phases: Isolation,
progressive harrassement, and consolidation, whose details we will deal
with later.

e. D.evel opln-ent of 0P.erati ons

(r ) I st phase ( Feb - Jun 75) (ISoLATIoN)

(.a) For operations 'in ths phase, which were developed in
a zone of approximately 40x50 km., 2500 men were commited from the 4
infantry reg'iments, elements of command and support (means of communica-
tion, logistical support, and especially helicopters that due to their
limited number increased the mobility and firepower of our forces). To
those should be added some 250 men of the llational Police Force, and as

many others from the Federal Poljce and the Provincial Police of the zone.
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For obvious reasons in this case the Army contradicted those who spread
subversjve propaganda.

As illustrative data I can point out that jn the military history
of this type of operation the following ratios of combatants to subversive
elements have been employed: ENGLAND in I'IALAYSIA 50:.I, U.S. in VIETNI{I| 20:"l,
FRANCE in IN00CHINA l0:1.

In TUCU]'|AN on the other hand, there were never more than 5000 men
employed compared to the 150 integrals of the BDS RR JIMENEZ, as many others
in the plain composing the support infrastructure, and a number difficult
to estimate of co1iaborators and sympathizers. This forms a ratio
sensibly smaller.

(b) Furthermore it is useful to point out with respect to the
forces employed that the Army considered IUCUMAN as a circumstance favorable
for the largest quantity possible of the'ir troops to gain experience in this
type of warfare, and to make evident the traditional virtues of thejr troops.
For this reason the units sent to TUCUMAN were relieved every 45-50 days
secretly.

This aspect brings up another theme, our iosses in TUCUMAN.

The normal relation of officers to enlisted men, for examples sake, in
a plattoon is I officer, 5 subofficers and 43 soldiers. This represents a
ratio of 12% officers and subofficers to the troop. In this sense it is
logical that our 'losses have the same proportion.

Nevertheless of the 35 losses produced in combat in the TUCUMAN

zone 14 corresponded to the personnel of the officers and 2l to the
troops, including 7 police which represents a relation of 40% for the
fi rst.

(c) From the first moment, the Army counted on the dedicated
support of the other forces. The Air Force flew numerous transport and
combat missions. The navy provided aircraft, electronic equipment, or sent
squads that were gathered in the UU in the zine. (TN: UU is an unknowen
abbreviation. )

(d) At the start of mi'litary operations the opponent
assumed an expectant attitude, maintaining their presence in the zone
but eluding contact. Nevertheless our own Force's intenstve patrollin
offensive produced the first clash, the battle of PUEBLO VIEJO.
group under the cammand of Captain CACERES was ambushed by a grou
They reacted rapidly and offensively produc'ing three dead and var

wounded. The price of the action was the life of the Captain and serious
wounds to Lieutenant RICHTER, Sub-lieutenant ARIAS, and first Corporal

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(e) This success could not be exploited because the main
body of de'linquents, even though superior in numbers, where qujckly
hidden in the forest and favored by the flooding of various rivers that
hindered the maneuvering of our units.

(f) The forces of the Br I V (TN: Br IV signifies an unknown
part of 0PERATI0N INDEPENDENCE) methodically and systematically worked to
detect and destroy the opponents' infrastructure as much in the plain as
in the forested mountain range while security was restored for the
population and work was done to improve the socio-economic situation in the
zone.

The execution of operations caused a progressive wasting of the subvers'ive
apparatus especially their means and elements of support thus hjndering
their actions in the population.

(g) The 28th of May 1975 produced the battle of MANCHALA, A
small group of soldiers conmanded by a Subofficer were working on maintenance
of a school. They were attacked by surprise by the entire RR JIMENEZ
mountain company in an attempt to regain prestige, on the part of the
subversives. The attack was supposed to come off aga'inst the PCT of the
BR iV in FAI'IAILLA. 0n the contrary this action showed the manifest
inferiority of the B0S, thanks to the bravery and audacity with which
this small group of soldiers fought. They managed to put the guerri'l1as
to flight, obliging them to abandon vehicles, armaments, armunition, and
documentation. Being completely d'ispersed they sought refuge in the
night to avoid the reation forces of the local police.

An improtant result of this action was the death of the guerrilla
who responded to the aljas "sarg DAGO". 0f chilean nationality, he was
educated in a Marxist country of the carribean. He was with the IvIIR(fU: FIIR was a Chilean subversive organization)'in Chile until ALLENDE fell,
at which point he joined the ERP in ARGENTINA to be an instructor of
combat for this subversive band.

(h) The battle of MANCHALA can be considered as the end of
this phase of operations in that an adequate state of security had been
restored to the population at the point. A significant isolation of the
Bgs, increasing government control of the plains area, detection and
elimination of parts of the infrastructure in the bordering sector of the
mountainous zine definitely reduced the operational capacity and support
structure of the subversion in the zone of TUCUMAN.

-But more improtant is the fact that the government forces had managed
to interrupt the process of forming the "Rural Front" in the province.

According to the projected graphs, the results obtained were: 6 clashes,
2 Po!!tive ambushes, l6 base camps or caches destroyed, l3 friendly casua'lties,
and 20 enemy casualties.
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(2) Znd Phase (Jun e 75 to Mar 76) (Proqessive Harrassment)

(a) This phase, which culminated in the complete domination
of the zone of operations, was characterized by the change of posture of
the forces. Government forces penetrated deep into the forests and
mountains in search of the bands, hoping to force them into combat. This
tactic was meant to destroy their stability and capacity for independent
actions/in order to perpetrate their final destructjon.

(b) To accomplish this they extended their operatjons to
cover a 60 x B0 km. zone and they increased their m'ilitary and security
operations in rural and urban areas. One of the distinct features of
this expansion was the initiation of longer and deeper penetrat'ions into
the forests. 0n these expeditions new models of ambushes were employed in
the approximate areas were the subversives were known to enter and leave
the forest. These methods accomplished excel'lent results.

(c) At the end of Sept 75, the area of operations had been
extended to cover an area of approximately 60/100 x 120 km. 0n the other
hand it was considered that the opportunity had arrived to take the entire
forest in order to keep the DS from moving to the p'lains area and continuing
to work on the population.

(d) In consequence the cornrnited effectfves were increased to
7 RI, (TN: RI is a type of unit) with an approximate total of 4800 men.
The disposition of the Br I was restructured, sendjng two reenforced RI
into the forest perrnanently.

The dlstinct units that were util'ized either continually or alterantely
'in the TUCUI4AN province should be noted here: RI .l9, 

RIM 20, RI mte 28,
GAM 5, Ca Ing M 5' Ca CQl,l 5' Ca Ars 5, Ca Cdo Br I V, RiM ll, RII'I 16, RIM 22,
GAM 8, RI Aerot 2, RI Aerot 14, RI Aerot 17, GA Aerot 4, RI 4, RI 5,
RI .l2, 

Dest Expl C M14l (C5), B Ing Comb l4l, and B Ing Const I4l, Agr ADA

60.I, Hp Quir Mov 141 and 60.l.

(e) The actions carried out by our forces between Oct. 1975
and Feb 1976 acquired particular intensity and required notable physicai
exertion and psychological strain from the squads and troops. They
responded plentifu'lly to said requirements, especia'l1y showing a great
capacity for life and combat in the forest. Acts demonatrative of the
courage and will to fight on the part of our soldiers were a'lso produced.
A good example is the return of the deserters from RI Mte 28 (TARTAGAL) who
presented themselves to their corrmander and sked to be sent into combat.
Their request was granted and one of them, FREDI 0RD0NEZ, was filled in the
same action that killed the delinquent subversive J0RGE CARL0S M0LINA
(alias PABL0) and the soldier ISI,IAEL MALD0NAD0, courier of Lt. BERDINA,
who fell beside his conmander in POTRER0 NEGR0. He rendered the highest
and most beautiful of al'l the virtues of sold'iers, LOYALTY. As a
result of the actions of these men and those like them the delinuent
subversives suffered improtant causalties, loss of abundant material and
significant damage to their infrastructure, and most of all from the
beginning of .l976, our forces controlled the entire mountainous areas.
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(f) The month of Oct 75 shouid be mentioned as particularly
successful in our forces operations, in that the surprise accomplished
with the installat'ion of pennanent combat and operations bases in the
forest along with the flexibility and M0BILITY with which they operated
in the p'lains zine, favored by the progress of the sugar crop which made
the opponent's concealment difficult, produced the battle of aheral. In
this battle or in subsequent successive ambushes,'12 leaders of the DS were
destroyed; Negrin (Political and personnel officer of the PRT-ERP), Asdrubal
Santucho (National level conmunications officer for the BDS ERp-pRT),
Jorge carlos Molina (conmander of the Mountain company), and many other
de]inquents among whom can be found various foriegners like those who
respond to the fo]'lowing "aliases": "El Sueco", Sergio (Cni)ean), ,,LIN,'
(Bolivian who worked with the Inti Peredo As "Ivan") and others from
Paraguay and Uruguay which proves beyond a doubt the internat'ional nature
of the aggression.

According to the projected graph, the results obtained in this phase
can be observed: 37 clashes, 18 positive ambushes, 58 base camps or
caches destroyed, 53 friendly casualties, and 

.l60 
enemy casualties.

(g) An improtant detail here is the checking that was done in
various opportunities such as in the case of "serg'io" when enemy dead
were either recovered or buried to affect our force's norale or-hinder
casualty estimates.

(h) Finally, the outrage conmitted by the BDS montoneros at
the end of August deserves special mention. They attacked A c. .l30

(Hercu)es) tnat was_prepared'to take off from thi airport of TUCUMN costing
the lives of several members of the National Police. This action marked
the montoneros entrance into action in this zone of operations and revea'led
their collaboration with the PRT-ERP. This collaboration was confirmed soon
after the attack by the capture of documentated proof of financial support
from the montoneros, assignment of montoneros "observers" to the "RR 

'JIMENEZ

mountain company", training, and the existence of conversatjons between the
two BDS to resolve the execution of joint operations and the eventual
union of forces.

(3) 3rd Phase - Consolidation

(a) With the assumption of power in the government by the
FfAA, new possibi]ilies were opened for cbmbating subversion. The-integral
character of the FFAA is a non-evadable condition tor reaching the lookeOfor success. In this sense, it is necessary to point out thal untit that
mOment,_government cooperation, as much provincial as nationai, had been
basically assertive and in the particulai case of the prov.ince, tne
governments reluctance to compromise itself in the struggle was evident.

(b) Freshly evaluating the results of the operations, it can
be conc'luded that:

(l ) fhe development of the strategy of the subversion had
been interrupted, impeding their growth of control in-tfre dominated zone.
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(2) The mass of integral members of the BDS were either
dead or has abandoned the zone.

(3) The remainder of the DS, d'isarticulated, demoralized
and lacking support and infrastructure, assumed an att'itude of evasion,
appearing in small groups that attempted to present themselves before
tirl popuiation as Uiing'in a state of force whi'le they systematically
avoided any contact with our forces.

(4) The obta'ining of support from the people had
progressed significantly, by freeing them from the fear and terror that
had been imposed on them.

(c) At that point a stage was initiated that, parraiell with
the operations tend'ing toward detection, wasting, harrassing, and destruct'ion
of the'rest of the BDS still operating in the area, deepened efforts to
improve the solutions to the socio-economic problems of the area and
definitely consolidated the public attitude, making the people immune

to the predatory efforts of the DS.

(d) Accordingly the number of combat personnel was reduced.
( to only 4 RI) (more or less 2000 men) ttre number of personnel commited
to public works and improvement was increased in order to develop the social
infiastructure and social conditions of the inhabitants of the zone. These
improvement efforts were coordinated w'ith the provincial government. To

satisfy this new requirement it was necessary to restructure our force's
deploWent and continue operations with the utmost intensity, mobility and
fl exi bi I i ty.

(e) Thanks to that expressed, exploiting civil'ian reports,'it
was possible to detect and destroy the plans of the DS to open new rural
fronts to the N0 and NE (TN: Northwest and northeast) of the c'ity of TUCUMAN,

in the zones of DIQUE EL CA ISSAL (TN: third letter illegible) and SIERRA

DE MEDII'lA respectively.

In these opportunities is was possible of observe the youth and inex-
perience of many of the integra'ls of these groups. The DS used them in-
discriminately, pushing them with their desperatjon and disconcertedness,
into a venture already condemned by previous defeat pressure, scarce
nowledge of terrain, lack of preparation and insufficient means.

(f) The later intentions as much of the PRT-ERP as of the
M0NTONEROS to maintain some state of force before the population were
systematica-1y and rapidly neutrallized. Constant patrolling, ambushes,
and persecution without respite once the opponent is detected produced
the result of their progressive destruction that culminated in the month
of Oct. with the death of tlAC DONALD (a1ias Cap RAUL) the last cormander
of the BDS RAM0N R JIMINEZ.

According to the projected graph the follow'ing results obtained jn this
phase can be appreciated:
24 c1ashes,68 base camps and caches destroyed, lS friendly casualtfes and

74 enemy casua'l t'ies .
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(g) Paralell with this, actions developed by-the Force ioined
to the prov'iniiit government showed a progressive and accelerated change

ior the'better in [he socio-economic situation of the zone and as a
togicit consequence there was more support from the people for the Army

in particular and for the process 'in general.

(h) For a better understanding of the transcendent work
being done I w'iii mention some of the means developed or in execution:

- Construction of four totally new villeges including hous'ing' civic
centers and services.

- Construct'ion or improvement of rural housing, tenements, etc,
- Employment of sugar workers in distinct positions in order to rnanage

the manual labor.
- Construction of new schools to replace "Ec Ranchos" and reparation of

others, with the participation of private enterprise.
- Provision of aid to primary scholars.
- San'itary and dental attention, vaccinat'ion, examination etc. by

means o? Army mobil teams with crews of civilian and military personnel.
- Creation of sports centers and encouragement of such activ'ities.

3. EXTENSION OF THE STRUGGLE THROUGHOUT THE NATION (OCT75)

a. Through the progress of operat'ion independence it was possible
to verify that in the rest of the country the armed and non armed operations
of the gbS haA been s'low1y increased. There were two principle obiectives:

(1 ) For the PRT-RP it was to show their capacity and try to
diminish dr at least avoid an increase of the pressure that was used in
TUCUMAN against "Ca Mte R R J" and it's support infrastructure. (Tt't:

Ramon Rosa .Jimenez mountain company).

(2) More improtantly, dS much for the PRT-ERP as for the I'IONTONEROS,

it was to increase their infiltration and separated operations in all areas
of the national life in order to create a situation that would permit the
conquest of power.

b. The evidence of the said acts, plus some circumstanciai others,
such as the afluence of DS throughout the country that contributed to a

feat of relief, in maintaining the operations of "Ca Mte", due to the
casualties suffered each time in greater numbers, caused the FFAA to
strong'ly insist before the PEN on authorization for intervention in the
LCS t[rilughout the nation. (TN: PEN & LCS are unknown abbrevfations)

c. The constitutional government, through Decrees No. 2770, 2771, and
?772, on the 6th of October 75 materialized the primary responsibility
of the Army in the LCS throughout the nation.

d. Not withstanding the said resolution, the pronounced deterioration
of the socio-economic situation and in particular the infiltration of
suversive elements in departments of the State determined that the action
of the FFAA unilateral and even more difficult for the State apparatus.
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e. in order to satisfy the requirements derived from the sa'id

resolution the Army utilized 'it's organic and combat structures in
peacetime, adaptinb them to the type of operations that are required
by centralized'conduction but decentralized and flexible execution of
operati ons.

As you can see on the diagram the territorial division was handled
as follows: Zones 2,3, & 5 were charged to Cdo Cpo Ei ll' lll and V.

Zone 1 was charged to Cpo Ei l, and Zone 4 to Cdo'll MM. (TNl !h.
above abbreviations indicate military units. This paragraph deals with
their areas of responsibility.)

f. The correct and decided imp'lementation of methods on the part of
the FFAA, the capacity, courage and spirit of sacrifice of the squads
and troops, allowed them to overcome in part the given mistakes of the
government and manage some very important results, among them are:

(l ) Griev'ious Iosses were caused and the opponents operat'ions
were considerably restricted throughout the country, the repercussions
of which made the fomenting of TUCUI'IAN more difficult each time. This
accelerated the destruction of the BDS working in this zone.

(2) The frustrated attempt at capturing the RI Mte 29 in F0RM0SA,

by the MONIONER0S, with the ind'iscriminate assasination.of soldiers found
resting and unarmed showed the population the total worthlessness of this
band.

(3) Finally the attack done by the ERP on Christmas Eve against the
B Dep Ars 60.l of MONTE CHING0LO in which they speculated that the Christmas
spirit might make security in the village weaker. But the attack ended
in a complete defeat and together with TUCUI'IAN it shortened the road to
the destruction of this organization.

4. THE NATIONAL PROCESS OF REORGAN I ZAT ION (tN: first word illegible)

a. Fonn the ?4lh of March 76, with the government being the FFAA,
it was made poss'ible to concieve and execute a national strategy that
proposed integral, coherent, and coordinated operations by all elements
of the State which is an unavoidable condition for the sucss of the LCS.

b. For a better understanding of this strategJ, I cons'ider it
necessary to make a brief reference to what the Intelligence Chief (G-2)
expressed, on Intelligence with respect to the E G ofmarxist subversion.
(TN: E G is an unknown abbrev. ).

I this sense I would like to remark:

(l) The subversive process has a marxist ph'ilosophical and
ideological base who's beliefs are shohrn on the projected graph.
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(2) This ideoiogy sustains a purpose of power whose objective
should be materialized against the establjshed lega1 order. It Iooks
for the destruction of this order in order to replace'it wjth another.

(3) In this struggle the peop'le are their objective as well as
means they will utilize for the conquest of power.

(4) For that they wijl develop two basjc actions.

_ (a) Armed action (urban and rural ) already explained for the
case of TUCUMAN.

(b) The insurrectional actions of the masses that seeks thedebilitation and destruction of the institutions that enclose the society
through their infiltration and the creation of clandestine structures thit
dispute the established power (dual power) in order to bring them to in-
operancy and chaos, Producing what the subversion call;s revolutionary crisis.

(5) Both actions, .interralated, constitute coherent and non_
exclusive methods, and according to the situat'ion they will use one
over the other.

(6) Armed subvers'ion accompanies and supports all of their actions.

.c. Facing the s.ituation, it falls upon the state and it's attacked
society to find a complete and integra't answer that by jt,s nature,
imposes a primary and unavoidable responsibiiity of t-he ,,Nationil
Government " .

- d. consequently the ENC (TN: unk abbrev) should mark two]ines of
fundamental actions that permit giving an adequate answer to the aggression.

(f) Nititary action, having the detect and destroy the subversiveorganizations including the ramificitions they could have 
-on soci.ty tnthe nation and that supports them.

(2) Government action eliminat'ing the mistakes found in our
society that are found,iin any other socieiy in the world that the iubversioncalls "causes" and uses to try to justity ineir operations .in iti.*pfirg
an insurrection of the masses,

e. Nevertheless the actions will not be comp'letely integrated .in
such a way that the population doesn,t understand. The-act.iois will
9!.surye plentiful rejection of the aggression that is the objective of the
DSM (subversive marxist delinquents)l This extends the individual
attitudes already observed forming i general attitude that accelerates
the detection and e]imination of iubvirsion in all it,s forms.

f. To accomp]ish this the ENC, fundamentally, has to attack theidelolgical basis that supports the subversion, tle causes it explo.its,
and the effects of it,s actions.
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(a) we should compare the spiritual values' eth'ics and

morals that mike up the essence of our nationality and form our

christiin form of-iife to the philosophical-ideological basis of the

subversi on.

(b) For that reason, in order to develop an offensive
strategy,'it is fundamental not to be limited to expounding^upon or
rantinS-6n orr vulues,OUR thinki[rg, ald.our way of 1ife. 0n the contrary
w. inorfd live tfrem-ino continually cultivate them deeply ang permanently

ltr.orgh a formative process_ of man, especially over our youth-- OYt youth

sfrouti be involved ih all facets of arbentine culture especially in.the
iirifly, the classroom, in factories, ihops, offices' our culture, the mass

media etc.

(c) This action is the on'ly real and certain form of protecting
the people of'Argentina, our children, and the society of the future to
;iii.h-;; ispire,-based on said values, in order to form our nationa'l'ity
and live in a republ'ic with liberty.

(t ) 0n Actions Towards the Supportinq Basis

(2) 0n Action Related to Exp loi ted Causes

(a) As has been expressed previously, the obiective of the
subversion is'the captivation of'the population, elploiting their
frustrating economic, educational, and social problems etc.

(b) It is clarified here that a frustration exists always

in the group or'social sector that experiences it and recognized'it as

such.

That is to say that, in order to have a "frustration" two

circumstances must be given:

(l ) That the group or indic'idual consciously recognizes a

benefit or improvement as desirable.

(?) That, at the same time, this group or sector consciously
recognizes ttrit'witn the present socjal order or circumstances this
improvement cannot be attained.

(c) It is there that government action 'is made necessary a'long

with the impuise of the entire society to overc_orne the fact of the alleged
frustrat'ion or contradiction and fortify the afflicted institution.

(d) Th1s action, promoted and oriented from the highest level
of government'should be developed sectionally in the lower levels of govern-

menl of the state, thus responding to the part'icular characteristics, condi-
tions or requirements of those distinct sectors or levels.
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(3) that related to the effects

(a) It has already been expressed that marxist subversion
acts through two typical forms: armed action and actions of insurrectional
agitation of the masses. fhese constitute the palpabie effects of their
operations with their continuation of assasinations, sabotauge, terrorism,
armed propaganda, psychological warfare etc.

(b) The response to these effects should be given by the FFAA
security forces and political forces.

(c) It is in this work that we f.ind ourselves conrnited,
contemplating a double action:

(l) Continue operating in the offensive until the
ultimate destruction, throughout the nation, 0F THE SUBVERSIVE ORGANIZATI0NS,
i nc1 udi ng i nfi I trated el ements .

(2) Support sectoral stratefies of other areas of national
business in order to g'ive better coherency and efficiency to the ICS.(tn: another stupid ibbrevjation possibly meaning "meth-ods agrinsi
subversion" or anything you could possibly imagine. )

g. The ENC has been conce
the President of the country in
hand the MILITARY STRATEGY, and
MENT AS forms of giving an adeq
marx i sm.

uate answer to the formulations of international

h. As an example of government actions I will synthetically mention
some aspects of sectoral stratefies under deve'lopment.

(l) state structures in the labor economy, made up of worker
respresentatives and management representatives purely seperated from the
subversion ideologically, are being set up. These arL designed to satisfy
the legitimate aspirations of the respresentative's contigeicjes and deveiopfluid relations between management and labor. This permi[s efficient
functioning of the production apparatus of the country and improvement of
the socio-economic climate.

(2) In educational and cultural fields, subversion in it's distinct
manifestations is being erradicated and rep'laced by development, divulgence,
and consolidation of ethical, mora'1, spiritual and-historilal vilues as a
means of reaffirming the essence of what it is to be a nation.

(3) In social fields, the basic institutions of the Republic are
being consoiidated. especially the family. solutions to the prihcipal
socio-economic problems are being promoted, 'in particular foi^ ttre iectorsof lesser resources, detecting the infiltration'and eventua'l agitation of
the masses.
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(a) In Law, adequation of legisation in force now' including new

unlawful iigures produced by the subversion as a form of our societiets
dependence on legal bases for protection from aggression-

0n the Same note, rehabilitation of delinquents in the prisons is
being studied in hopes that these criminals can be restored to some value
for society. Furthermore, the problem of children abandoned by the DS

has new soiutions under cons'ideration also. (they have human rights also)

(5) In the area of social conmunicat'ion it is necessary to develop
actions tending towards reaffirrning in Argentine Man the essential values
of being national on par with clarifying in thepopulation the forms of
marxist aggression of whom they are an obiective. This 'is to assure their
rejection of the aggression and their act'ive participation in the struggle.

(6) Fina1ly, on the national 'level, it is sought:

(a) To fort'ify our relations with the countries of South
America who have been confronted by the same marxist subversion.

(b) To clarify before wor'ld opinion the aggression we have
been subiect to and consequently the reason for our continuing in the
struggle, firmly maintening our historical attitude of respect towards
other nations but requiring firmly that there be no outside interference
in our internal affairs.

i. As for the Miiitary Strategy, in the first year of the process,
the efficiency of this action achieved fully satisfactory results. It
sensibly reduced subversive action allowing that the PRN was advancing
in the ordinance of the nation and establishing the bases for the
definitive projection towards the sought objectives that go much further than
the simple defeat of the subversion.

j. The success of the FFAA is the fruit of a decided and intense
action from which there was no reprieve and that has been powered by the
offensive spirit that is nurtured in the belief in justice and the
transcendency of the cause that is defended.

k. The operations of the FFAA was manifested through multiple
military operations and security of a djstinct type that were carried
out in all the territory of the country: countrol of roads, control
of the populatjon, road block and sweep operations, reconnaissance and
preventive patrols, etc. That were sunmed up in an inte'l'ligence operation
of no Iess intensity. [,Jith each action coordination improved and later
this allowed for precision and exactness in our blows to the opponent.

L. 0f this last stage, the following acts, though each has had plentiful
publicity and publtc repercussion, I consider to be the more notable:
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(l) The djsart'iculation of the "Revolutionary Junta Coordinator"
at the national level, 'in as much as the international structure has been
seeking to debase our image and isolate our country

(2) The elimination of almost all the top leaders of the PRT-ERP:
Santucho, Urteaga, Mena, Carrizo, etc.

(3) Detectjon and destruction of the national Ievel press of the
PRT-ERP, and the montoneros.

(4) Annhialat'ion of the national level political secretariat of the
Montoneros band.

(5) The detection and dismantling of the "Jose Sabino Navarro''
arms factory built by the Montoneros.

(6) fne elimination of a good part of those called "Regional
conduct'ions" and armed e'lements of the distinct subversive organizatjons.

(7) As a result of this pressure and the incertainty that it
generated in the remaining eiements of the subversive organizations, a
slow increase in desertions v{as detected. 0f late the quantity of these
desertions reached the level of the heirarchies in the organizations.
Also, on the increase was the abandoning of arms, explosives, propaganda
material etc.

5. CONTINUATION OF OPERATIONS

a. The FFAA will continue the struggle against Marxist aggression without
haste but without pause, with the same decision fulfilled up to today and
with increasing efficiencyt until reaching the objective of erradicating
Marxist subversion in Argentina.

b. This means that subversion that has been manifested with enormous
violence and obfuscation, attacking traditions, values, and institutions in
their fanatical desire to destroy anything standing in thejr way to taking
power over an eventually defenseless soc'iety.

Furthermore, roots, connections, motivations and support frorn the
international order for subversives in our country have configured a
true aggression that has posed a serious risk for the integrity of our
sovereignity, and for that reason, it requires the imposition of the FFAA
until the final victory, fulfilling the constitutional mission of defending
our sovereignity.

c. Nevertheless our operations will always bear in mind that this fight,
which we never asked for, is based on the security of our population and
our fami'lies. Thus we will always use caution in the employment of
unavoidable legai violence when we are obliged to do so in a manner
actually contributing to their tranquility, fruitful work, and to the
pacification of the spirits.
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d. It is necessary to recognize here that the population, due to the
'intense psychological campaign to which they have been subiected and

the sacrifices demanded of them from the process this country has ljved,
has stoilly overcome the situat'ion, and has rejected the subversion,
negating the support it seeks from the people and understanding the
struggle that has engaged the FFAA in their defense.

This is even more improtant in view of the future in that the subversion,
defeated on military grounds, will attempt any means of prolonging it's
existence, 'impeding the progress of the process.

It witl be here that it will assume a fundamental goal of the participa-
tion of each indiidual Argentinian, as the corresponding ro11 of society'
in order to consciously and plentifully exercise their responsibilit'ies jn
th'is struggle that is all of ours to the end of definitely erradicating
Marxist infiltration in our country.

e. Final1y, it should rema'in clear that the defeat of subversion is
an irreversible act and will be solidified in a more or less short term.

That doesn't mean that it will no'longer be capabile of assasinat'ions,
sabotauge, kidnapping, terrorism, etc. These crimes, because of their
clandestine nature and relatively simple execution, are the procedures that
the subversion, or international terrorism, constantly resort to even in the
more advanced countries in order to maintain a certain appearance of force.

But this should not confuse us:

The national security is not non and will not be in danger; the FFAA,
with the decided support of our people, has definitely been eliminating this
scourge and advancing on the final victory:... "E_v',jn_pg!es",

Pedro Eugenio Aramburu has been completed. What'is the legal status of Mario
Firmenich and is it know if he is'in th'is country or in a foreing country?

ANSI.IER

Mario Firmenich was not among those condemed by the sentence passed by the I'lational
Chamber at federal leve'l on 16 December 1970, in the case of the abduction and

.assassination of Lt. Gen. Pedro Aramburu. During the proceedings, he figured as a

iugit'ive. This case was invalidated by the provisions of the Amnesty Law #20.058
paised by th-e authroities responsible for the organizing the elections in }4arch 1973.
Since then, Firmenich has spend most of his time in the underground. He has to
answer the accusations before justice for being charged with acting as the ring
Ieader for the "l'lontoneros", as we]l as for his particpation in crimes and offenses
corunitted by this organization. It'is known that largely he has visitied countries
in Eastern and Western Europe. hle don't know his present whereabouts.

I6. QUESTION #]6

--- During the dar which developed and is continu'ing against the subversion, the new

-- medja is usually able to keep thepubiic informed on deve'lopments.

In the case of filmed news, this has not been the case except maybe for rare
---occasions when permission was granted to film a villgae where persons were detained,

but neven an action in progress or a clandestjne press release. Our experience would
'-*'idicate that theinternat'ional spector accustomed to see such th'ings such as the

yietnam conflict, or more recently Lebanon; would think that there was something strange
going on unless he could see pictures from Argent'ina. It distorts the p"icture
and does not achieve the object'ive of what we are trying to show: namely, the gains

^ --made by the FFAA, the capture of clandestine printed matter, the places where kindapped
persons were kept, weapons were stored, etc.
This is why we ask:

What is the reason that filmed news has not been given the same treatment as radio
or newspaper media?

--.Dor!;t you think this has an adverse effect agsinst the activities undertaken by the
FFAA?

ANSI{ER

In certain terms, this question'is surprising because when opportunities present
themselves, u,e open invitation to all; for example, the times when the subversives
were keeping the Lt. Col Labarrure and Gen. Pita, and hideouts where clandestine
printing plants were located, etc.

Furthermore, while "Operation Independence" was being conducted, news reporter
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delegations from the country and outside visited the area of operations, (the city
of Ticuman), and were shown infonnative exh'ibits without restrictions on fi)ming
or photographing what '/',as uncovered at this time.

It must be taken into consideration that the lqfqg which is aware of the va'lue of
media coverage, wil'l always partic'ipate so thEI-public opinion can get a better
insight on t[e struggle against the subversives, when they come across them. This
exposition is an indication of interest'

17. QUESTION #I7

For a number of years, the United Sta[es Army nnintained a large military miss'ion
in the Republjc ot Argentina and a number of officers were sent to the United States
to attend training schoo'ls at the invitation of the United States Government.
Some of theecouries were on the subject of methods utilized in the battle against
subversion. Furthermore, the United States Army officers assigned to the military
mission in Argentina gave their opinions on what they thought were the most effective
ways to fight subversion, from their point of view.

Based on t,he fact that President Carter has ordered a reduction of military aid
because of a supposed human rights vio1ation against persons'living in Argentina;

during their contact with the Argent'inian military?

ANSI.IER

At first, r.te should clarify that ther was never a large United States mjlitary
mission in our country.'

The struggle undertaken against subversion by the Argentinian m'i'litary is based on
our own doctrine, our particular situation and on the experiences of other countries.

The spread of subversion which placed the society and the nat'ionaf integrity in danger
imposed on the armed forces the task of confronting it and beating it, as well as their
primary mission (of national defense). In order to do this, the armed forces
elaborated their own doctrine based only on the characteristics of our particular
situation, and which would permit us to destroy the subversfve bands. For the
development of this strugg'le, we did not request any instructions or advice which would
contribute significantly, as the problem of subversion in Argentina is fundamentally
different than in other countries.

Going back specifically to the question, we''l'l agree that the war in Vietnam, a source
of doctrine for the U.S.A., had little or no sirnilarity w'ith the developments in
Argentina. And this is only an example. What has to be pointed out, is that in
every case, the Marxist subversjon has d'ist'inct forms, adhering to an existing
particu'lar situation. For this, foreign experiences have little impact.

In consequence, t,le are not comparing nrethods, not accepting suggestions or analyzing
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results. It is our struggle, and the Argentian society is that which reacts, defends

ANSI^lER

As'it was clearly defjned in the exposition, the subversion is not the product of
'internal causes and the national situation, but the effect of the actions of
i nternati onai i'larxi sm.

In reference to the menL'ion made to the government of General 0ngania, and the
deception expreseed by the escape valve which could have contributed to subversion
it ii only necessary to note that subversion acquired its maximum expansion and mig
during a democratically elected, representative government that had the full functi
of republ ican inst'itutions.

Wltat can you te)l us on the investigation of the "Gravier Case"?

ANShIER

During the development of an investigation ofillegal traffic in currencies that was
undertaken by the provincial pofice of the Buenos Aires province, indicat'ions of
econom'ic irregularities tirat had been cormitted and evidence of financjal relat'ionsh'ips
between the Gravier Group and the Montoneros were gleaned from deta'inees' statements
and analysis of captured documents.

The seriousness of the acts comlnltted and the circumstances of thelrprovincial police
fndings; (the provincial police nere under the operationa'l control of the army),
resulted in the'investigation being rutned over to the First Army Corps.

In view of the severe findings reached by the investigation, the corrnander of this
great -battle unit asked for, and received, the des'ignation of a generai officer
to instruct the case as provided by Law #21.460 from the Army Cornmander in Chief.

This summary instruct'ions of the case does not aim to exhaust the investigation
but rather:

a. To group the elements of evidence necessary to confirm the existence of
wrong doings or subversive crime, while at the same time, preventing the loss of
value of the facts.

b. To determine theidentity of the authors, accomplices or concealers of the
said crime or crinps.

c. To take all the Inecessary steps needed to detain those involved as discussed
in the previous paragraph b.

Informati-on on the internal party situatlonExtract from item 3, page 2:
during the current emergency.

Today, the contradictlon between the vast amount of hardship we have
passed through and the reduction of the structure of the party has reached
its highest peak. The fall of your comrades has not lessened the quaurity/
quality of our organizational construcEion (destructlon of our structures,
particularly military and logistics and the dlsappearance of secretary
direction). Before each new blow, the tightening vras sharper and the inerease
of rear guards having to support the withdrawals increased the organizational
crisis, contrlbuting to unorganized dispersion which favored the annlhilation
plans of the eneny (TN: Argentine Governuenr Forces). Faced with this
situation, we have decided to give to the organlzational structure a
centrallzed emergency plan and to reorder the jotut forces organization
accordiug to the present situation, leavtng open the possibility of
exercising a successful policy of active defense, whi-ch would a11ow us to
overcome the state of emergency.

It is l-mprotant to note that because of the present unorganized
dispersion of our courades, ve must remedy couuunlcation problems with
the national direction which worsen each day due to control at borders and
the activation of the third corps in our province.

Task Prioritles In The Secondary Front

Introductlon

rn general, our task in the secondary front was always aimed at
organizing the students frou what they were, meaning secondary students.
It includes; organlze, control- and capitalize on the unrest; mobilizationl
questioning the school- programs (of the governuent), and al_so to attract
the secondary Peronlsts who adhere to the political prospects of the
Monteneros.

Notlng thisr it coul-d be assuued Ehat the central objective of our
work in the secondary front is the establishment of the popular school, but
it is not so' becuase thts objective would only be possible by destroyLng
the schoolsr subordlnation (to the government), and this achievement is notfor the secondary students but the people and the working class once they
seize the power.

Bear in mind that the popular school is an ann which r^re must raise
among the secondary school students, and it must be understood. that 1t is
an objeetive of all the people and not the task of the UES.

The work in the secondary front does not have value only because of
what the students are but fundameutally forwhat they wirl be. Irom
secondary schools come the ones who are going to unl-versiti-es, railltaryforces, jobs, technical circles and specialized skills. rn other words,
It is to say that they are the pill-ars of society, the ones r,rho guarantee
lts reproductlon. Ttris is the reason our political presence is fundamental
among the secondary front. The objective ls to r4rork among the secondary
school students so that when they occupy a place ln socieiy they will
couprise a part of the soldiers in the struggle for liberation. rt is
from this point of vlew (of a strategic character) thaE we must define thepriorities of work ln the secondary front.

First Prlorir yz Letts dlrect our strenqth towards technlcal schools. The
Connection with the workers.

We must see how work in the popular front is useful in the development
of work in the syndicated labor circles, meaning the priority front urherethe peronlst workers are and whom must constitute the axis of the
revolutl.on.

The eoncept, along with the prevlous one (concerning the potential of
students in their future undeavors), is the one which enabled us to find
a tie betweeo secondary schools and the productive apparatus. In this sense,technical schools are the ones, which by their soclal couposition and thefuture of their elements, associate most with the productive apparatus.

There are vartous criterLa which, anaLyzed separately, can give us
a realistic vision of the characteristics of secondary technical schools:
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1. From the point of view of class composition: students in technicaL
schools are usually sons of workers, smaLl businessmen, employees, in
a word, sons of workers and the I'petite Bourgeoisiett of higher class
who also send thelr sons to technical schools at the natlonal level.

2. From a geographlc point of view; In the federal eapital (center)
the composition of the sehools is mostl-y froru petite bourgeoisie, while
in Greater Buenos Aires (suburbs) it is composed of sons of workers and
laborers, except in the "prestige" schools.

3. From the polnt of view of schedules: In the evening classes,
the social couposition is from workers circles, nhicle during the day
points 1. and 2. apply.

4. From the point of view of the characteristics of colleges: The
hlgher lncome social clrcles go to prestige sehool, of a better academlc
level, better geographic location and better prograns. (i.e. OtEo Krause
School and other Pri-vate schools in Grager Buenos Aires).

5. From the polnt of vlew of locatlon Ln areas of industry, point 2

above applies.

For the Future of the Trainees

The leve1 of instruction in the technical schools, which is low,
(outdated programs, not well planned, ol-d equlpment), the cost of teaching.
Whlch ls hlgh (cost of toots and equi-pment, food, clothing); the duration
of the training which is long (from 6 to 8 years) determine that few will
complete and graduate at a high technical Level.

The future of the trainees will be in three directions:

I- To the Natlonal Technical University (UTN).

2 To large enterprlses or companies as
- Key personnel
- Specialized l.Iorkers
- Trainees

3. Independent workers (construction workers, electricians, machanlcs, etc.)

The Technical Students

As opposed to conmon schools (national and high schools) where generally,
as a definsive step, comrades would have adhered to the organization for
political reasons (sympathy for political learning of the OPM) in the
Eechnical schools, these types of comrades incorporated themselves duri.ng
Ehe electoral campaign and during the rule of the Bovernment of Caupora.
Today, ln technical schooLs, the axis of recovery is central-, not only
from the point of view of the work condi-tions but also from the incorporation
of comrades tp tje UES. The reasons behind these observations can be
noted in two areas which characterize xhe technical- school students:
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1. ldeoloelca]- Aspect: Technical schooLs are where you can clearly
see the potential for soelal ascent, ln ultinate cases, some students
are there as a Last resort, to avoid being laborers. Ihis evidenced in
demonstrations in 1971 when the following statements are uade: rtTechniclan
yes, laborer notr. ttFor the recognlEion of our titles.rt Nevertheress, \re
must note that the movenent at the head of thls 'trecovery,' struggle which
arrived at the'tMay squarerr (P1aza De Mayo), leading 20,o0o teehnicat
students, and actually having a political demonstration was the pc
(m: courmunist Party). Because of this, the technical school circles
lncreased involveuent ln politics because their struggle has an ideologleal
aspect, of soel-al improveueut. Ttreir ideotogy conditioned the political
character of the t'recovery" struggle.

2. B-glitical-.-+speq!: Bur the contradictions of the system (from
a point of view of dependency of our country on lmperialisu) provl-des the
technical students with justified reasons from a polltlcal polnt of view.
rt follows that if the contradietlons in the system have an 'texplosive"
Potential in the secondary front, it becomes imperatlve to research howcontradictions of liberatLon and independence are expressed in the technical
schools, so that we can dlstingulsh and form proper political answers 1nrelations with the rrclai.uantstr.

4. PROPOSAL TO FACE M{E PRESENT SITUATION

The meln objective is the immg61.1. widening of the political
fleld from which we will generate the condltions favorable for the
counteroffenslve. Thls policy of expandl-ng and increaslng is aimed
at developiug soue of the great potentlals contalned in the poliEical
arena, (particularly in the popular front), aud powerful forms of
lnsurrection able to impse a counteroffensive and stretegy (particularly)
in unLonlzed labor.

Only the policy of expanding and increasiug can permit the develop-
ment of a pollticaI power base for the nasses having the followi-ng
el-ements:

a. The Peroni.st experience.

b. The taking into consideration of the potentials and restrictlons
of Peronisrn, exploiting the former and eliulnating the latter.

c. The bringlng of the peoplers inspirations lnto the prograu,
combining the base solutlon of the problems srith the better aspects
of the present situation.

d. Ihe indicatlon of the means of obtaining access to the state
controls, with the appropriate methods of struggle and the ways to
organlze it.

e. The promotion of the tasks needed to conduct this program
and the inspiratlon of confidence to the Etasses.

The program, Ehe true axis for the attraction of the people to
the movement, must be made known to mllllons of men of the homeland.

The construcEion of the llontenero Bovement has a policy aimed
specifically at the Peronlsts and secondly et the popular sectors
without Peronisu,

The letter of convocation must be full- and clear and include alliance
with bureaucratic sections of Peronism, particularly the l-abor unlons, as
they take part in mrss struggles.

The Peronist movement ls a representation of mass organizatlons,
and this would be even more true if its polltlcs would have millions
of followers, if its organic arms could raise up to several hundred
thousand courades, and lf its affillated organi-zations could count
on several tens of thousands of activtsts i"u the entire country.

Ihe road of access to po\rer recognizes utillzing the people in
popular integral war which contains mass resisEanee, militia struggle,
armed struggle, general nobilizatton, and eventually, the electoral
struggle.
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The access to power also recognizes the need for alliance with the
national bourgeoisie and the fracturing of the national armed forces of
the system. By doing this, our politlcal power will encomPass a wide
front of national llberatlon.

The presentatLon of our po1lcy of Power to the peopl-e, and its
construction requlre a large poLitical campaign. The sarne would contain
the following polnts:

a. An intense propaganda campaign.

b. A recruiting campaign anong the peopl-e, l-nciting them to join
the new movement.

c. A campaign to incite violence among the people, tying together
revendications and the power plan.

d. A campaign to organize the people, movlng forward ln the Dasses
organizing and creating groups affillated with the Montenero movement.

Our labor political spokesman l-s the Peronist ealss whlch has
experience in struggle and has organized representation in the factory
delegations. When a conflict occurs, we must look for ways to handle
things and offer our proposals.

(TN: This text deleted)

An improtant input is the systhesis process of Peronlsm in the case
of the authentie Peronist rDovenent. In the couvocation and internal
struggle, the public leaders of the authentic Peronism explaln the
syathesis whlch must be attained between the old and the new movernents.

As far as the Church is eoncerned, we oust deal with the Christians
ln their areas lrith a policy which will not interfere with the conduct
of the Church affairs. Our movement in this sector, must identify
it.self rrith the postulates of Catholicisn while blaoing the presenE
situatlon in the country on the milltary dictaEorship.

(rt: Ttris text deleted)

We must plan the formation of a vast movemerit whieh will be universal,
(of various religions), but whlch primarily will appeal to the Catholics,
and through them, w111 be in touch with the popular sectors, (parishes in
the suburbs, cltles, etc), and with the progressive bands (peace with
soclal Justice, for example). This task has to be coordinated on the axls
to cover all- the territories: either purely revendicatlve ln naturet
connecting the parish with the neighboring centers and the nelghbor
cormission, or just like solldarity lnto which the church can bring enough
possibilities.

FOR THE STUDENT FRONI:
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The proposaL is nuch the same. To uove forrsard In representatton
(presence), worklng along with the universlty, struggling for revendica-
tions wlth focus on the legalization of fhe student movement, from which
mass organisms will geDerate (student centers' delegations, etc). In our
proposal, our actual task coues down to exposing our problems and devel-oping
a jolnt practlce of themass organizations, preparing the ldeal condltions
for a front organlzation in each zone and population center to Present our
political proposals.

ON THE MILITARY LEVEL:

The maln objectlve is to subordinate milltary actions to the lDass

struggle. Ihis, i-n no way, cancels the objectives proper to fundamentaL
nilitary action, such as harrassment of the eneuy forces, blows at their
troop concentrations or regaining ground. On the other hand, lt ls necessary
to have a preclse and organized intelllgence task with the result of
guaranteeing the politico-mlJ-itary fl-exiblllty of operative actions.

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3. Elenents to Consider for Reducing Guerrilla Casualtles:

In weighing these considerations, the economic crisis and its
isolation are forcing the EEH. (It,I: This is a subversive organization
document) to contlnue, increase and speed thelr intentions to annihilate
our forces, Thls offensive as bore fruit in the uilitarily aspect, and
in the short run has been posltlve. To aceomplish this, they apply
a method and a cycle which we know: The capture of nilitia men, a per-
centage of treasons and new captures.

This process, wlth a high degree of casual-tles ls recognized as a
determining eleuent. As described in the "balance 76" the result of
war and its characterlstics, the stage we are in, and, the relatlon to
forces needing modiflcation. Additlonally we uust analyse the elements
which w111 allolv us to modify this situation.

a. Ttre Morale of the Troops:

The central element which permJ"ts the enemy to complete lts
repressive cycle is the percentage of traltors permanent cycle continues.
The existense of these traiEors is directly llnked to the morale of the
forces and the morale of the forces is ralnly a political problem tied to
the uajor or small-er confidence in final vlctory, in whlch seflse it ls
clearly an ldeologlcal problern.

The connection wi.th Ehe militia men falltng in the hands of the enemy,
they are presented with a clear option: Ttrey elther decide to save their
personnel ll-fe and collaborate with the enemy, or they declde to save
frlendship (the protection of revolutj-on and the luck of our land)
under the risk of individual disappearance. Faced with such condltions,
there are two elements favoring treason: 1. Put the axis of the present
confrontation on the proper guerrilla apparatus, which suffers most.
from enemy aggression (we reeord that morale does not exist in abstract
but in relation with the confronted areas: Ifrerreonously we conslder the
confronted areas to be part of the apparatus of our forces and of the
eneny) (TN: Probably meaning I'contested") obviousl-y, the major share of the
ooral force is the hands of the enemy, because its mllltary offenslve is
having results, contlnues, and could increase ln upcomlng months. In these
con{ltlons, the maln condlttonsare met to weaken the morale of our comrades.

From these two elements, the iroprovement of the morale of our forces
has two joint routes: 1. Io reeognize that our apparetus of followers
has a reason to be and has possibilitles of survlval by means of being
directly based on the organization and conduct of the popular struggle,
aod 2. To understand that the eneuy does not stand a ehance to win over
the populance, facing the final grounds of their offensive, which in the
comlng months wlll begin to run out of breath and will have to resort
solely to repressive force to contlnue agalnst the organizatlon and the
popular struggl-e.
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0n the other hand, you have to take into consideration the face
that if we maintain the present rate of attrition which we can not
sensibly reduce in the next few tronths, our party nevertheless malntalns
and has ueans to effectively reslst to the present year, always deepening
the urge noted since the October counclI, to correct the worse defficiencies.
Countlng on the fact that durlng thls period, the eneuy offensive will lose
stlnulus and the possibilities of reorganization w111 inerease, plus the
strateglc perspectives for the continuatlon of our undertaking are equally
attractive, cousidering the quanEity of the quality of the casualties we
have suffered.

From these considerations and keeping in nind that we have comrades
who have doubts in the future of the guerrilla structure and the uass
struggle, it cannot be ignored, if the political aspect is to be determinated,
that these comrades need to be glven a part or a chance, just as officers
or candldates, eventhough they might separate themselves from militarlcy or
active participation. These comrades incorporate themselves directly in
uass organizations and from there, they can have an opportunity to rejoin
the movement structure.

b. The Deep Knowledge that the Enemy has on all of our Doctrlne:

This, the enemy has conceived it frour its r^rork in iatelllgence and
the cooperation of traitors. With this knowLedge, the enemy knows our
processing criterias, the characteristlcs of our organization, the cadre
composing it, ete. with all this, we have lost the element of surprlse on
this matter. Foreed wlth thls sltuation, our forces have two major cards
that they must develop toregain the tactlcal initiative in this matter.
Mostly to affirm the partisan structure and functions under the organization.
This imply that the followers give their consent, their organization and that
the work plans must be central-ly orientated to fit in with the rhythu and
the characteristlcs of the uass struggle and the uethods to eonduct it.
Moveover of this central principle, it 1s lmperative that the union of our
forces operates under the conceipt of dlverslty rather than uniformity
(a unlforu conceipt, as good as it rnay be, onee known to the enemy, becomes
lneffective). The diversity roust affect all forms of the adhering
process: Insertj.on methods, living conditions, meeting procedures,
geographlcal areas for leading organisms, contaet procedures, etc.

c. The Need to Progress in our Corrective Actions. Starting In October:

Our forces are reviewing the critical aspects deseribed in the tt0ctober
Information Sheetr': tendeucles toward interior (TN: ?), sectarianism,
whowing and nllitarism are being corrected. Progress ls belng made in
correcting such incorrect tendencies and has started on developing forms
of ori.entation and on gaining the honogeneity of policies and tacti-ea1
autonomu by uslng the press as an appropriate too1, nevertheless solne
problems reuain whlch uust be resolved to ellminate the noted defficiencies:

Itrls lmply that our tasks must be orientated as follows:

A. Continue with the development of political propositions such as
the oues in issue llt2 ail, 13 of the "El Montenero", emphasizing on:
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1. Reunification, transformation and running of the popular movement
(unveiling of the Montenero Dovement and its affiliations).

2. The develoPment of proposals on feasabilities and organization
of united popular forces and the countryside of the nation, (Advaneing
inagreement with other nationar list and popular forced for the
development of joint proposals).

B. By building the necessary agreenerrts and scrutures to aid in policies
and organlzation (affirning the necessity of internatlonal solidarity in
front of the violation on the part of the dictature, of the human rights
andprogressing in the propagauda of proposals and respectives of power of
the popular movement).

C. Modifying the conditions with alm at reducing the losses by
application of the political criterias and organizations which we will
analyse next.

COI]NCIL OF BASE AND REGIONAL GROUPS

GENERAL RULES

TNTRODUCTION

The object,ive of this course is to condensate military traiuing togetherwith the milltla, and at the same time to present a plan ana nethol for the
use of this uanual-. This has no predeternlned date for initiation andcoupletion of the course because of the diverslty of tasks encountered
by the dlstinct groups which renders it iupossibi" to determine a tj.me
frame for all of theo.

This directive guarantees the homogeneity of the plan of instruction,
whichever Lt may be, and the grouplng which it implenents. Ttre nain lternof the course is the uilitia manual, but it is nelessary to integrate thismaterial as aD annex and to utilize it as such (in the tourse).

STRUCTT]RE:

The smallest element of the militia is the platoon which is constltutedby five eomrades, includlng the leader. (TN; eventhough "peloton"translates as platoon, it is more likely to be the sr.ze of a squad).
The course should be given to the platoon, however, to deternine dri11s(close order or physical lnstruction) it 1s possibie to join two orthree platoons which makes it possible to corrnt as infrastructure.
rt ls very improtaDt that the composition of the platoon remains
unchanged once the course has started, as they arl forned to operate
as teAms as they are formed to operate as teams after or during the
trai-nLng.

LEADERSHIP:

Each platoon has a leader whose responsibility is to oversee the
performance of the platoon in nllitary tasks. This comrade can act asan instructor' part or full time, but he is always responsible to
mai-ntain discipline, to gather the platoon, to counsel on vital aspectsof the tralning, to supervise close dril1 order in every class and toconduct lectures part of the day.

2 AND RE ON OF THE COURSE:

DISCIPLINE AND TREAI1IENT

During the classes, it is ruperative to rnaintain a strlct discipline,to always start with fifthteen minutes of closed order drlll, adapting
these to the local site. rt is a must to ask permisslon to the lnstructorbefore asking questions, raake statements, or for any other reason,interrupting the c1ass. The treatment will always be commensurate with
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the grade or title of the courade in charge. r'or example: comrade
instructor, comrade platoon leader, comrade militant. Durlng elasses
there will be no smoking, except during brakes,

Ttre platoon leader or the comrade instructor have the auEhority to
suspend any uilltant, !0ho repeatedly fails to abide by the rules and
affects the efficlency of the course.

GUIDELINES FOR THE INS IRUCTOR:

The lnstructor has to plan every class to attaln as much efficiency as
possLble, including the study and memorlzaElon of the subject. He has
to ablde by the following guidelines:

a. Be extremely farniliar with the subject, be seLf-assured when discussing
a subject, and if he is not sure of the ans\der on a particular item, he ls
to say so, socumentate hlnself, and provide ansr.zer later.

b - Be familiar with allaspects needed for the developuent of the c1ass.

c- The class should be conducted as practical-ly and deuonstratory as
possible, and to avold monotony, changes to voice should take place.

d. I{hen there is a question, first, it is to be formulated and. directed
to the instructor who will answer it. Questlons should be based on
constructive attitude, frankness, and not with the purpose of rrDropping
the Stlekr' (TN: Probabl-y meaning: defeating the purpose of the "r""").
e- Ihe instructor will not smoke, nor do anything to distract attentlon(1.e- play with the keys) and eliulnate all- contributing factors (i.e.
a dirty table).

f. The instructor must alwasy prepare a lesson plan and present it
to his superior. The objective being to keep the class developlng,
insuring lt ls conducted according to the lession plan, and keep a
permanent record of the conduct of the course. Example of l_ession plan:

PLAN OF INSTRUCTION FOR OFFICERS AND CANDIDATES.

1. SITUATION OF INSTRUCTION IN THE REGIONS (SYNTIIESIS OF TI{E INFORMATION)

1.1. LEVEL oF TNSTRUCTTON: Accordlng to Ehe reports, not all of the
officers have completed the lnstructl.on as presented in the manual or the
national courses. I^Ie estimate that the percentage does not reach 502 with
a basic assiuilation apPropriate for the uethodology utilized. For combat
candidatesr the percentage is even much less and no courrades have received
the compJ-ete course of instruction. we must specify that the reports
received were very (TN: one word missing), without precise dates for the
reports from the regions.

1.2. I{0MOGENrrY oF TI{E TNSTRUCTT0N: Accordlng to the reports, it is to
be noted that there have been various plans of Lnstruction with different
criterla, resulting ln uneven instruction for the overalr national or
regional.

1.3. CONTROL: There has not been an effective control, natlonal or regiona 1.

1.4. FULFTLLMENT oF TI{E PLANS: By evaluarlng the uaterial and humanpossibilitles (time, infrastructure) and the organized situation for the
time being (not to mention the restructure). The accomplished plans werenot courpleted in thelr entirlty and the devoted efforts were swallowed
by ti-me.

2. CONCLUSIONS OF THE INSIRUCTIONS EXPERIMENTS BY THE OPM.

2.1. REFERRING T0 THE PERSONS GMNG THE INSTRUCTIONS: In some cases, specialstructures were ereated (schools), supervlsed by rrinstructorsrr, wi.thout
following the authorlty structures of the organizatj.on. This r^ras a mistaken
concePt as it resulted in a disagreement betveen the political and military
authorities.

2.2 REFERRING TO 0RGANIZING CONDITIONS OI' TIIE INSTRUCTION: In other cases,
the instructioq schedules were out of the scope of regular functioning. This
caused an attrLtion auong the cadres and favored the erroneous impression that
the mllitary is somewhat special, excluded from the dally activities of the
scope of the OPM.

2.3. REFERRING TO THE RELATIONS BETITTEEN INSTRUCTION AND APPLICATI0N IN
CONCRETE OPERATIONS: Instruction was conducted with a criteria whlch was
to be "naturally'r adhered to 1n the operational producti-on of the opM. As
this production was low during the peri.od and almost negative in some zones,
a disagreement between theory and practice took p1aee, resulting in low
assiurilation and poor reli-abillty in the strenBht of the skills.
2.4. REF',ERRING TO TIIE TYPE OF OPERATTONS AND TTIETR CONSEQUENCES ON TEE
FORMATION 0F TI1E ALLIANCE: In the regions of uaJor operative producrion,
this is sustalned in a reduced group, whlch i-n general term* was the one
whlch did all the operations. This brings a consequence, the emphasis ondifferences, when in actuaL practice and the operative capacity between a
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sna1l grouP of comrades and Jolntly xith the OPM. This is explained by the
type and extensiveness of the lnstruction and effecti,ve criteria by which
the operations are prepared. (I^Ie utilized efficlency proven courades to
ensure the operation). Furthermore, at the school the mllltary formation
of cadres does not have a ceoteral role 1n the operatlons. (For example,
the manual does not cover all the varLous aspects of repalring a vehlcle).

3. GENERAL CRITERIAS FOR THE INSTRUCTION OF OFEICERS AND CANDIDATES:

3.1. MILITARIZATI0N 0F THE 0PM: lr{e must start from the present situation of
the OPM where there is a small military capacity among ti.re cadres or Iimited
experience for the allies. This is the point to start from to come up with
a plan of instruction which will take inio consideration the necessity to
change this situation.

3.2- INCORPORATION 0F THE I'IILITARY IN DAILY ACTIVITIES: The only possibilityof realizing a plan of instruction which w'ill profit the joint effbrt and
can.be performed in.'its entirety is to incorporate such pians in the daiTyactivities within time various scopes of the OpM. Therefore, the mitttary
must include itself in the daily functioning because other wise there wouid
be tendencies to consider the military as n6t being accessory to thefunctioning. For this when proportioning the scheiule tor aitivities,military instruction must be inc'luded. This will signify without doubtthat time will be reduced for other improtant problems firr the OpM, but it
must be.assumed politically because of the military requirements at this
stage and the situation of the merging OpM.

3.3 REEMPHASIZE INSTRUCTION IN THE UNITY OF POLITICAL-MILITARY AUTHORITY:

The instructors must be in full charge of the subjects of instruction. Thisis easily feasible at present in the-officer revei courses.

3.4. THE STRUCTURE 0F THE OPM MUST BE A CADRE SCH0OL: The organization of
the only encompasses includion in the normal functioning and issigns to each
o_peration a dictated and formed content for the comradei who execite it and
for_oermanently included comrades who do not have experience in operations.It is rendered simply by its careful and didactic realization.

3.5. THE MILITARY INSTRUCTION MUST BE GIVEN IN THE GROUP WITH AN IMMEDIATE
AND CONCRETE APPLICATiON 0F THE TEACHINcS. This means that 'instruCtion
plans have to be coordinated with the operation plans of tne projeiis. Eachpart of the instruction will have to be'accompanied by the actoritiihment ot
an operation which will apply the acquired learnings.

3.6. 0UIC0MES 0F PRACTICE: Must be done with a defined objective, for example,firing practice or grenade Iaunching. In this matter, all the diiferent
aspects can be covered, and various types of practice can be safely performed.

4. FUNDAMENTALS OF THE PROPOSITION:
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4.L CENTRAL NATTONAL pLAN: (TN: unico can aLso be translated as uniquebut they are referring to a joint unlfied cormand plan) Ttrere must be
a central plan, which once approved wtll be unquestioningly adhered to inthe entire couutry. Method of application will be as follows:

a. Planning for the comrades of the tlne fraue which will cover eaehstep while abiding by the norns set by the council.

b. Conpatibility and synthesis of the plans of the corarades for the
CR.

c. Approval by the area comrades.

4'2' POSSIBLE SCHEDULE OF INSTRUCTION: Based on normal routine and the neworganizational structure (3-5 hours of tioe spent on t,uBAt, and 5-10 hours
on IIBC) (rn: url and UBC probably referri-ng tL tralning cycles) and on
experiments which were done (ntr;, our proposal is to dedLcate two hours,weekly on a mandatory basis, for lnstruction. A systenatic plan, nationwide,which is accoupanled foLlowing this criteria, guarantees the accompllshmentof the objectl-ves and the greatness. The lessons learned from prevlousplans showed us that aside from being faster, it did not guaranlee the
complete achievement.. The risks with a weekly-established plan are thatthey violate disposLtions. Because of this, its necessity must be proven,its execution controlled and its accomplishuent ratified.

4.3. CoVERAGE OI' INSTRUCTION: The subJects covered by instruction musr bein the interest of subunity and UBA. We thlnk l-t uust be done by the coneeptof subunity rather than for security reasons, infrastructures, adjustment,
and control; unity wtll plan and control the joint instructi-on. The planls the same for subunity fand for uBA, and m,r"t 

"""orpl-ish a phasing betweensubunlty and IIBA, nor higher than the four (Illegiblei

4.4 RELATToNS BET1JEEN oPERATToNs AND TNSTRUCTIoN: we have divided rhe ptanln three parts, each of which is aecomplished Jolntly with practical
exercise on the given subject of instruction.

4'5' RELATIoNS BETITIEEN fHE NEEDS.0E THE-OP}(.-AND THE INSTRUCTIoN: At this stage,the special operations must follow the fundamentals of confrontatLons with theenemy. For this Purposer there is a stage of constructlon where the needsof the uilitia, even not yet forned, ,r"i remain in the saue status for afew more months. Because of this, the plan of instructi-on must begin withspecial operations and terminate with infantry training.

6'4. No plans will- be delayed by uore than 2OZ of the tiue allocated foreach regi"on, without avoiding planned sanctions. we propose that suchsancti'ons include the suspension of Ehe subjects scheduled to be condueteduntil such time ss the tralning has been relulated wlth the plan ofinstruction.

6'5' Each comrade-ryh9 has the regular responsibillty to supervise subJectsof instruction (ch{ef of sub unit, unit colurnn, Reglonar, irea) must controlthe way the course is conducted, the schedule ana trrrrrg of objectives, theoPerations to be conducted in conjunction with each insiructloi phase andthe level of assimilatl-on of each course.
