Our situation of strategic defense and clandestine operations
in a territory pernanently occupied by the enemy requires us to
establish regular and irregular forces which are characterized by their
ability to fade into the background, to never be detected, having the
capability to attack and not be attacked (which would require us
to permanenti.y concentrate and disperse). Nevertheless, this
requirement due to the peculiar miLitary nature of our war (which,
being basically urban, requires permanent coexistence of the two
belligerent forces in the same a"ea), must be overcome by the
political requirements mentioned at the beginning of this work.

We need an army that can move, advance, retreat, train and live
like an irregular army.

But this same arny nust be able to attack and demonstrate the

That is to say that in the organizational proposal we envision

IIhen and how nust it be regular or irregular? It should be
irregular in its permanent function, meaning that it is not concen-
trated in barracks or in camps, that they are not professionals but
live and work like ordinary men. In military oPerations it should be
irregular in small-scale operations, uhiLe in operations on a large
scale it should be irregular in assembling and approaching the
taTget but should convert into a regular army during the attack. This
means that when attacking, its forces nust move according to the rules
of infantry tactics and according to the nunbers (of troops) desired,
to be composed of plat.oons, groups, sections, companies and battalions.
They nust wear uniforms, carry their arms openly, occupy positions,
pretent to yiel.d to gain firepower, and not attack by I'decepticn" or
i'camouflage" to gain the objective hand to hand, man to nan as in
conmando operations.

This means that in our process, the revolutionary party will

5.{. Behavior in Combat

Definition of Combat:

The process of confrontation between two canps, that of the
people and that of inperialisn in its bid to succeed, r*here one
tries to attain supremacy while the other tries to maintain it, can
take diffe"ent characteristics which range from armed confrontation
(strikes, graffiti, mobilizations, etc.) and are all related to the
function of the 0PM. It is important that all M0NTEIiERO militants
bear in xrind that any tfpe of confrontation can end in combat, which
should lead us to correctly plan a1l our activities to prevent this
possibility from occurring at, for example, meetings during transfer
of materials (papers, hardware, graffiti, etc.). This does not imply
that ri'e should always be armed, but to be very l"ike our comrades in
what we call rrwar consciousnesstt or trconsciousness of pernanent
confrontation". It is better to say the understanding of our
participation in a process of class struggle r+hich has attained the
highest possible level of confrontation for soeial and national
liberation. Our novements and tasks will take place on territory
occupied permanently by the enemy, living clandestinely, etc. This

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implies that if we are armed we should have a combat plan and.
fundarnental.y be determined to use arms. rf not armed, we pranstories on what we do, where we go, from r.rrhere lre come, etc., havevalid papers etc., and essentially are prepared for anything"(haveresistance and escape planned) above ati eise.

The MONTONERO militants Eust permanently live in a combatposture. To not do_so signifies belief that we are not in a dairyuar to the death and this error is generarly paid for by prison,tortue or death.

Standards of Behavior in Cornbat

. 1- Discipline in combat should be iron-clad and strict. Successin combat and lives of combatants depend upon this. This is thereason the directoratefs documents alquire-an absoJute character inthese circumstances. In combat there must not be the least anount ofiles:rtation. cbmbataits strouia ";i'i;i;r"* "i".i the readers bygiving orders to other cornbaiants on their;*; arr"y should not nakesuggestions to the leader without asking for perml.ssion; they shouldcarry out the orders without questioning or eomnenting on tn!m. ir",in cases where the order is obviousty #ong it shourd be carried outrernembering that the order is first carried out and then criticized.
2- Insubordination in combat is a serious offense ancl can bringab-ou.t severe repercussions since it poses g""u* J*rg", to the successof the operation and the lives and sicuritl or cornrades and the OpM.

3' Individual initiative should be limited to tactical situationswithin the franework of the role play-ed in the operation by the combatant.For exampre: if our prans carl for iaking o,rt, 
"'u"rrtry but we findthere is another person, it is within our initiative tl resolv* it 

"take-out in such a nanner that we comply r+ith the objective ofreducing the guard at the location being attacked.

4. weapons are the only guarantee of victory and good retreatias a generaL rule, refrain frorn abandoning we"pons, not only becauseof what this signifies in combat itself, ["t *iuo because of theirenornous value to our arny, which has given its best liyes to obtainthat which is the fount of victory.

The leader of an operation may, as part.of his responsibility,evaluate the operational situation and ditermine exceptions to ' )

the general rule. As an exarrpre, let us suppose that-the large
weapons have run out of ammunition, which rinaers them uselerl fo,combat and they can_get in the way-and delay a retreat while tryingto evade pursuit. In such cases the leader can order trre weaponi '
abandoned, leaving them hidden for future 

"""ou"ry.
5. Always recover the eaemy casualtiesr (killed or wounded)weapons. The same goes for any other material useful for war.

6. Any combatant uho, during recovery situations, takesmaterial for his personal use will be subjlct to revolutionary justice.

-- security reasons (he could be traced to a legal structure)

-- Not to deliver co*rades, even dead ones, to the enemy.

-- Avoid the politieal use of our dead by the enemy.

-- Because we cannot leave for dead a comrade who has not been
certified as dead by a comrade nedic, thus avoiding the possibility
of erro"s uhere one not dead is believed to have been eliminated..

SURRENDER

Only the leader of the operation can determine when the group
of conbatants can surrender, and this is only possible in the following
situations:

-- When out of a"umunition and no possibility for retreat exists.

-- In case a small possibility for retreat exists, the leader
should try this possibil.ity. For example, in case the enemy arrives
and surrounds us, there are two possibilities, one that we break the
conbat ring and the other to fight until we run out of arnnunition.

-- Any combatant who abandons his post in combat and flees will
be considered a deserter and shot under summary justice at the moment
he flees or on sight at any location he is found.
