37A-85) and the Defense Intelligence Production Schedule (DVP-2600-35-85 (Vol 
I) and DVP-2600-36-83 (Vol II)). The Intelligence Users Guide (DDP-2600-397-
83) explains how to obtain finished intelligence products and services from 
DIA.
