2. (G/U?1H!'f.f.I,/N0P0RN) Enclosures (1) and (2) are thermofax 
copies of s elected articles from the pamphlets that are printed 
and distributed by the ERP- PRT on a periodical basis. Number 
on top of each thermofax sheet identifies the nurr.ber of the 
pamphl et from which the article came . Articles were selected 
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by ARA Intelligenc e . Although exact dates are unknown , articles 
are faily current. For example "El Combatiente" pa.."llphlet numbered 
232 , was published 8 September 1976 . The third document received 
discusses in detail the "La Junta de Coordinacion Revolucionario (JCR 
This document appears to be a well written and recent synopsis made 
by Argentine military intelligence on this internationa~subver sive 
organization and its subordinate units . 

3. (C/\:!H!ffEL/~IOF"i,ff) The material contained in enclosures (1) 
and (2) although interesting does . not appear to have too much 
intelligence value . 'l'hese periodical s are available to the Embassy 
t hrough other sources and mainly desc ribe accomplishments of the

ERP- PRT or di scuss the philosophy of known subversive or communist 
leaders . Selection of articles, however, by the Argentine Nayy . 
Intelligence may be more significant. The ARA motive ,as openlj' s tat d 
by source,is to try to educate US authorities on t he communist threat 
and subversion taking place in Argentina; with that in mind, to then 
appeal to the United States for their understanding and cooperation. 
The article s are slanted towards emphasizing the communist doctrine 
and relating it to past experiences of the United St ates . Enclosure 
(1) contains writings about Santucho regarding his Marxist - Lenin 
phi losophy, then Ho Chi Minh, the Soviet Army, Rhodesia, South 
Africa, Spain, Thailand and much on Vietnam. Enclosure (2) is s lante, 
much in the same way with articles concerning Vietnam, and ''Yankee" 
military bases in Latin America . Article number 65 is interesting 
to note in that it shows the program or goals of the ERP in the 
political, economic, social and military areas. 

lL ( G/mmf'fEL/PiOPORM) Enclosure ( 3) appears to be of greater 
importanc e and may contain informati on not previously reported . 
I t contains background , organization and plan of operations of the 
JCR. According to the document the JCR has integr ated the ERP-PRT 
of Argentina, the MIR of Chile, the Tupamaros (MLN- T) of Uruguay and 
the ELN of Bolivia in a South American Cone of operations. Document 
further states that the JCR, definitely Marxist oriented, has as 
its ob jective the c reation of continental-wide subversive activitie s 
in order to accomplish the ulterior goal of taking over political 
power . 

5, (C/W:H~l'l'EL/XGFOHW) Although the JCR document contains much detaile 
information, one area appearing to have substantive importance is the 
organization of the tactical operations of the J CR . Tactical operati ns 
work teams are structured in the internal regions as they are in 
the international camp. In Latin America, they conform as follows: 

a . Propaganda Team . The main seat is located in Caracas with a 
subsidiary in Buenos Aires . They produce s everal subversive 
periodicals for distribution within and outside South Ame rica. This 
:includes the magazine "Che Guevara" which is printed in Italian, 
Portuguese, Spani sh and French . 

b. Movie 'ream . It s mission is to produce long and short 
films with a bas i c foundation fixe d on accounts related to subversive 
activiti es . In May 1975, $24,000 US was spent in producing one long 
and four short f i l ms on Vietnam . 

c . Documentation Team . Purpose is to make illegal documents 
(passports, police and military documents, identification cards 
etc) for use by subversive elements. 

d . Armament Team. This is an important section within the 
logistic structure directed by the JCR in Buenos Aires . One of the 
areas of re spons i bi lity is construction and production of a machine 
gun type pistol called JCR-1. "Plan 500 " also under the auspices 
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of the armament team consists of producing 500 of these pistols. 

e . Hideout Team. It is responsible for locating and 
establishing hiding places for the other teams. 

f. Communications Team . Its responsibility lies in establishin 
a crypto-system for coding and decoding messages . Also it is requir d 
to maintain continuous and fluid communications between the General 
Command in Buenos Aires and exter ior areas especially with the head 
office in Paris. 

g . Extremist Schools. Courses are taught that center around 
insurrectional training. Argentine anti-subvers i ve f orces last 
year found and removed one of these schools in Buenos Aires . Personn 1 
trained in the se schools actively participated in subversive 
activities in the Tucuman area. 

6 . ( C/:mHi'rEL/NGFORN) The JCR document contains four annexes . Annex 
I is the joint declaration of the fou r subversive groups in Latin 
America. Annex II is informaticm on the Centro Argentina de 
I nformaction y Soli dari dad (CAI S} . Surprisingly, Annex III describe 
"Amnesty International," an organization which the document states 
has a certain pro~½arxistcharacter . 'l'he mos t important annex , 
Annex IV, contains a fairly well detailed schematic diagram of t he 
JCR organization with its international r elationships.

COMMENT (c/m!Hli:FEL/~mFOHN) The liberal use of revolutionary language 
in the sel ected articles (enclosure s (1) and (2}) supports armed 
force s position that terrorists are Mar xists and mindless killers. 
For exampl e, one article uses the verb "Ejecutar" (to put to death 
according to the form of justice} to t ell of the terrorist killing 
of a police ch ief; another uses the ver b 11 Ajusticiar" (to execute , 
but having a judicial implication ) to des~rioe the terrorist murder 
of a business execut ive. Security forces, on the other hand , are 
referred to as "Asesinos ·, (murderers ) . 

While validity of' many aspects of the inf'ormatiorkontaimi in 
(3) cannot be verified , the document strongly supports the 
Argentine a r gument that much of t he t errorism in Argentina is 
Marx ist oriented and internationally instigated and supported .

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The Revolutionary Coordination Council (RCC) which includes the 
politico-military organizations the Workers' Revolutionary Party 
People's Revolutionary Army (IVRP-PRA) of Argentina, the Movement of 
the Revolutionary Left (MRL) of Chi le, the National Liberation 
Movement-Tupmaros (NU.I- (T)) of Uruguay and the National Liberation 
Army (NLA) has been established in the South American sphere in 
response to an obvious strategy of "regionalization". 

This is a repetition of a current model which has already been 
adopted both in the capitalist and in the socialist worlds, but in 
this case of the RCC (Revolutionary Coordination Council) it is 
definitely Marxist in character . . The "region" concept is a response 
to a strategic necessity according to which the parties pool their 
political-militaty concepts and their experience in order to better 
achieve their objective: a spread of subversion to the entire continent 
in order to subsequently take political power. 

However, the functions of the RCC correspond to high-level planning 
and strategic objectives since it acts as a major theoretical-ideological 
clearing-house which collates criteria and establishes models from 
previously known organizations. 

In order to understand the or1g1n of this type of college of 
subversion, it is necessary to give general consideration to the 
guerrilla devel opment in Latin America which began approximately 
in the 60 1s. 

Unusual situations, both socioeconomic and institutional in nature, 
have contributed to or brought about this development, and thus Uruguay, 
Brazil, Chile, Bolivia and Argentina are beginning to record subversive 
acts in their annals of crime. 

The evident ideological agreement among its leaders and the fact 
that they have a common "sponsor", Cuba 1,'here they are supplied, leads 
to suspicions of contact, fed by their mm leaders and by the following 
points: 

-- the convenience of having an ally who can offer protection in 
case of an emergency in a country next to his objective (which is not 
always the agent's own country). 

-- The possibility of exchanging resources (human, logistical, 
economic, etc.) when the characteristics of the operational objective 
require it. 

Better capabilities of distributing ideological propaganda 
material. 

-- Possibility of obtaining external logistical support which is 
immune to repressive actions in the country. 
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-- Doctrinal agreements independent of the ''folk [Translator's Note: 
expression uncertain] theory" and the experiences of the downfall 
of the ''Guevarist" movement fol lowing the removal of "Che". 

2. Origin 

Encouraged by the above-mentioned pre-insurrectional conditions, 
beginning in 1968 the first contacts began to be established among the 
leaders of all clandestine organizations operating in the southern 
section of Latin America. These contacts are being reinforced 
with the passage of time, and in these in some way the foundations 
began to be laid for a meeting of all the organizations act i ve in this 
area. This meeting finally occurred in Santiago, Chile in November 
1972. 

This subversive meeting was attended by integral elements of the 
Political Commission of the Chilean MRL [Movement of the Revolutionary 
Left), three members of the National Directorate of the NLM [National 
Liberation Movernent]-Tupamaros of Uruguay and by three [members] of 
the Politburo of the WRP-PRA [l\'orkers' Revolutionary Party-People's 
Revolutionary Army] from our country. During this meeting the members 
accepted the proposals of the Secretary General of the Chilean MRL 
which related to achieving the objectives: unification of the revolutionary 
vanguard; the initiation of the armed struggle against "capitalist 
domination" and the establishment of socialism in Latin America. 
On the other hand several prior i ty resolutions were adopted such as 
the preparation of a draft of a "joint declaration"; the drawing 
up of a draft for the establishment of a political broadcasting medium; 
the organization of joint "cadre schools" and the harmoni ous strengthening 
of these insurrectional forces. 

Likewise, this event demonstrates that conferences were held 
between the leaders of the NLM-(T) and the Bolivian NLA (National 
Liberation Army] with a view to incorporating the latter in the 
future subversive structure of the continent. 

Thus, a series of discussions and an exchange of op1n1ons took 
place among the leaders of the above-mentioned paramilitary organizations 
in February, 1974 at a meeting held in the province of Mendoza (Argentina) 
which was attended by, in addition to the representatives of the previously 
mentioned organizations, extremist elements from the Montoneros 
organization (Argentina) from Brazil, from Cuba and a leading member 
of the French Communist League which belonged to the IV Trotskyite 
International, and which founded the hoped-for Revolutionary Coordination 
Counci 1. 

We should note the presence at this meeting of league members of 
the OPM [Organization of Marxist Power] Montoneros of Argentina, which 
is not incomprehensible if we allow for the fact that the differences 
between this group and the WRP-PRA are strictly methodological, but that 
the two organi zations have the same goal. 

Finally, in order to announce to the public the creation of the 
above-mentioned international subversive body, on 14 February of this 
year the l'IRP-PRA called a press conference at Villa Bosch, the Province of 
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Buenos Aires (Argentina), at which occasion the "act of establishing 
the RCC" was published in a document entitled "To the People of Latin 
America" which is included in Appendix I, and which establishes the 
reasons for its creation, its objectives and its position in the 
context of international insurgency. 

In general, this document is written in the purist Leftist style, 
with a dialectic bent and repetitions of classic lines of reasoning. 
However, among its phrases we discover that Marxist-Leninist 
forms are declared with complete openness and, unlike the usual 
practice, forms are not adopted which become diluted in the context 
of other ideologies with internationalist and/or populist proposals. 

With regard to their immediate objectives, they indicate that a 
focus of their action will basically be oriented towards capitalizing 
on the vulnerable points existing in each of the countries represented 
by the armed clandestine organizations \\'hich make up the RCC. 

3. Situation 

3. I. Activities and Deployment of the RCC 

3.1.1. In the International Arena 

The activity of the Council in this area is basically rooted in 
the evolution · of propaganda and solidarity tasks which as a whole tend 
to develop a distorted and false image of the various countries and 
their respective governments, with which they seek to rouse and 
mobilize international public opinion in favor of their disruptive 
plans. 

In order to achieve this an orchestrated plan has been carried 
out by an "external apparatus" which is charged with the execution of 
strategic plans issued by its "High Command'' for which purpose they 
rely on a series of structural, col lateral and extra-party agencies 
which for practical purposes obey their directives. 

Their presence in this area was initially manifested in 1974, 
the date on which its first "headquarters" was established in Paris 
(France) which began to function regularly as a coordinating entity 
for strategic subversion activity in Latin America. This organization 
is centered on the most highly qualified Marxist ideologues who are 
linked to the member organizations, which at the same time make up 
the RCC' s "foreign arm" of solidarity and propaganda. It subsequently 
expanded its radius of operation, creating "branches" in Brussels 
(Belgium) and Rome (Italy) while making attempts to open new "embassies" 
in West Germany, Holland and Australia. 

In February, 1975, with the intervention and support of the 
RCC the "Group for Solidarity with the Argentinian People (GSAP)", 
a body with a semi-legal front, was established which was characterized 
by publicizing in distorted form various aspects of the Argentinian 
socio-political situation, deliberately orienting its focus at 
discrediting the national government and its institutions. At the 
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same time it promoted the activities of insurgent groups, left-1-Jing 
political parties and collateral groups on the international level. 

This action was carried out through various organs of the foreign 
press, as well as by holding audiovisual shows and publishing pamphlets 
with illustrations. 

With the aim in mind of deepening and extending its organizational 
bases outside the country, it founded the self-styled International 
Committee to Support the Struggle in Argentina (ICSSA) and revived 
the Committee to Defend Argentinian Political Prisoners (CDAPP), both 
based in Paris (France), with special focus on European countries. 
At the present time, and in order to centralize and reduce the 
functioning of its "foreign arm", the RCC has resolved to unify its 
propaganda and agitation apparatus set up outside the country and 
aimed at Argentina, for which purpose it founded in Paris the 
Argentinian Center for Information and Solidarity (ACIS) which was 
formed by combini ng the GSAP, the ICSSA and the CDAPP and whose 
structure and operation are set forth in detail in Append i x I I. 

The missions of solidarity and propaganda being carried out by 
the above-mentioned groups are performed with the direct support of 
the Latin American Press Agency (LAPA), the principal and important 
instrument of propaganda set up by the RCC to spread, obtai n and 
exchange information on the countries represented in the Council 
with its central headquarters in Venezuela and branches in var i ous 
countries of the Americas and Europe, including France. 

Within this pol i cy of solidarity which the Council is develop i ng 
from this geographical area, we shou l d note the personal contacts 
established during 1975 i n Geneva (Switzerland) wi th members of 
international organizat i ons charged with missions relating to the 
defense of political pr i soners, refugees, etc., with the declared 
intention of engaging, interesting and/or pressuring them, in carrying 
out investigations on human rights in various Latin Amer i can countri es, 
especially Argentina, Chile and Uruguay. 

On this occasion these contacts were formalized by a leader of 
the above-mentioned subversive super-agency and a member of the 
ex-Lawyers' Guild (LG) of Argentina with the following persons: 

-- Jean-Claude Luthi 
of Human Rights to the UN.

-- Georges Kulisher -- member of the High Commission of the UN 
for Refugees. 

-- Leopoldo J. Nihilus -- Director of the Commiss i on of Churches 
for International Affairs of the World Council of Churches.

Rights for Latin Amer i ca. 

head of the Off i ce of Appeals for Human 

-- Neal ~lac Dermont -- Secretary General of the International 
Commission of Jurists (ICJ). 
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In all cases the representatives of the RCC presented complete 
details on the situation of Latin American exiles in our country and 
of those persons detained on political and subversive charges, 
distorting the real situation and the nature of their crimes. 

The only result of the meeting in Geneva was to agree in principle 
on carrying out a secret investigation in Argentina, under the aegis 
of the ICJ, within the formal characteristics of an inquiry. 

In view of this situation the RCC, by means of its component 
organization the IVRP-PRA, assumed responsibility for orienting and 
directing the context of the ICJ mission in our country, assuming 
all of the costs which this mission might entail. 

This action was carried out with the arrival in our country of 
two ICJ representatives (Helenio Fragoso of Brazil and Fernando 
Fournier Acuna of Costa Rica) who within a stay of ten days (3-12 
March 1975) produced a report which was forwarded to the national 
authorities and whose contents are characterized by: 

omitting the identity of those who were supposedly interviewed. 

A lack of objectivity and sincerity, repeatedly causing 
ambiguities and slanted views. 

-- Offering aspects of a manifest partiality in favor of those 
sectors which made the presence of the ICJ mission in the country 
possible. 

Including information and/or fragmentary versions corning from 
sources probably compromised by subversion. 

Emphasizing episodes and pointing out circumstances in which it 
cunningly tried to attribute responsibility and/or inaction in these 
matters to separate structures of the National State. 

In summing up the measures taken by the ICJ on this level, in 
addition to the particular one in point we should mention that an 
effort similar to the one carried out by the RCC before international 
organizations in Geneva, especially before the ICJ, was also carried 
out in February 1975 by leaders of the OPM Montoneros, on which 
occasion personal contacts and agreement on objectives were established 
between the above-mentioned subversive organizations. 

The exposition of the RCC in Europe does not end with the work 
capacity of its "foreign arm" developed by the above-mentioned groups 
but quite the contrar1,, this deployment extends to the activity carried 
out by other structural bodies such as the Latin America Student 
Associations (LASA) with headquarters in the cities of Berlin, Munich, 
Hamburg, Aachen, Cologne, and Frankfurt (West Germany) and other groups 
which, under the influence and pressure of the RCC, aid in their work 
towards these ends, for instance Amnesty International, with its 
headquarters in London (England), whose antecedents are given in 
Appendix III. 

• • ' (t 1 
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To this work is added the so-called Russell Tribunal with its 
headquarters in Rome (Italy), an ad hoc internationalist body 
made up of representatives from different groups dedicated to the 
defense of human rights, whose dissolution gave rise to the 
formation of new "denunciation" organizations of international scope 
which correspond to the "international solidarity apparatus of the 
RCC", acting under the name of "League of the Rights of the People" 
and "International Foundation for the Rights and the Liberation of the 
People". 

To this we should add the support provided by the International 
Coordinating Committee for Movements to Aid Detained Persons (ICOIDP) 
with headquarters in Paris (France), from which location it provides 
all types of support and cooperation for refugees of any nationality, 
with the sole condition that those who benefit from it opt for 
the status of "refugees'' exclusively. 

It is relatively easy to discern that the status of "refugees" 
is opposed by those insurgents who enter France now that it obliges 
them to submit to rigid controls by the French authorities. 

For this task the ICCMDP is relying on major financial resources, 
ignoring the source of these funds. 

Parallel with this effort the focus of which is France, i n 
March 1975 the RCC established in Lisbon (Portugal) one of its most 
important branches, which is second in its operation to another similar 
branch located in Porto. For this purpose the Council relies on the 
solid support of the Portuguese government and that of some officials 
in its Army who facilitate paramilitary training for the extremist 
elements of the organizations which make up the Council. 

At this same time the RCC participated in an act promoted by the 
Revolutionary Party of the Proletariat and the Revolutionary Brigades 
of Portugal. This action coincided with the political change brought 
about in this European country beginning in April 1974 which provided 
it moreover with a certain measure of legality for its development. 
At the same time when approaching this union, it offered to the Portuguese 
and international markets a Portuguese edition of its party organ 
"Che Guevera" which included information referring to the development 
and evolution of the revolutionary war in various countries of Latin 
America. In June 1975 the leaders of the RCC called together in 
Porto (Portugal) representatives of the press of this country with the 
express purpose of tightening its bonds with the subversive organizations 
and popular groups in Portugal and making known the situation of the 
proletariat in other countries on our continent. 

This conference also provided the journalists with occasion for 
expressing their worries concerning "insurrectional conditions" which 
Latin America was embarking upon "to develop the revolutionary war", 
to which they responded, among other things, that "this situation was 
occurring primarily in the southern countries" (Argentina, Bolivia, 
Chile, etc.). In the same way the insurgents noted and pra i sed the 
new view of the Chilean and Argentinian Communist Parties, regarding 
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the subversive struggles in these countries and in particular the 
conditions adopted by them concerning the eventual construction of 
a National Liberation Front. 

In the middle of this year (July 76), in Rome (Italy) radio 
and television (RAJ (Radio Italy] and TV channel 2) broadcast 
declarations by the Marxist lawyer Roberto Guevara, brother of 
"Che", who painted a very gloomy picture for Argentina which he 
supported by the false pretenses of public guarantees, persecution 
of refugees and the existence of an economic system which is a crime 
against the working class. Likewise he repeated the desire to receive 
"solidarity aid" from the "forces of Italian democracy" to stop the 
fascist repression in Argentina. 

This attitude taken by Roberto Guevara is part of the campaign 
organized by the Argentinian Center for Information and Solidarity 
(ACIS), a part of the RCC, to produce "denunciations" which affect 
Argentina and to mobilize the "daughter Marxist" solidarity organizations. 
In the same way the expansionist spir it of the RCC has been detected 
in the trip of one of its representatives to Angola whose efforts 
in this country made it possible to send "volunteers" for guerrilla 
training and possible use in action in this struggle and its later 
recovery. On the other hand it has proven convenient to channel 
economic and logistic aid to Latin American subversion by this route. 

3. 1.2. On the Continenta l Level 

The activities of the RCC in this area show characteristics similar 
to those carried out on the international level, with the exception 
of the countries represented in the organization (Bolivia, Uruguay 
and Chile) where the action of the Council extends to developing other 
political and strategic aspects inherent in the overall Revolutionary 
\far. 

Its missions on th i s level revolve around the directives issued 
by its Headquarters or High Command located in Buenos Aires (Argentina) 
and maintain a close relationship, on the strategic level, with the 
plans which its "foreign arm" is developing in France. 

This is how in Peru the Council has acted favorably towards this 
country as its serniclandestine base and coordination center for 
the transfer of extremist elements and as a center for temporarily 
receiving bibliographic material and correspondence. 

In the same way the OPM Montoneros has established in this country 
its "embassy", through which it maintains permanent contact with the 
members of the RCC. 

In February 1975 Lima (Peru) served as a base for housing a 
"Cadre School" which operates regularly at this time. On the other 
hand, its "High Command" coordinated and directed through Lima (Peru) 
some armed operations in various countries of the continent, such as 
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Venezuela, Columbia and Ecuador, as well as broad propaganda campaigns 
i n Peru, Uruguay and Bolivia. 

It is in Bolivia that the interference and leadership exercised 
by the WRP-PRA of Argentina on the Council has been manifested, such 
that on 23 March 1975 after requests of this organization a meeting 
was held and attended by members of the self-styled National Liberation 
Army (NLA) of Bolivia where the foundation of its political apparatus 
was laid, and the name Bolivian Revolutionary Workers' Party (BRWP) 
was adopted. 

The structures, organization and orientation of the BR\1/P are 
similar to that of its namesake in Argentina, prov i ng that the 
Argentinian Party has provided it, in addition to its statutes, with 
all kinds of support and military-political support. On the occasion 
of its establishment the BR\vP ratified its integration and that of 
its armed branch (the NLA) with the RCC, to whom it proposed a series 
of directions and activities aimed at expanding i ts influence to the 
international level. 

For its part the Army of Liberation of Columbia (NLA.) has gro\\'n 
closer to the RCC to the point that there are personal contacts, 
exchanges of opinions, and the exchange of material and- correspondence. 

Without detriment to the name, it should be mentioned that 
Mexico receives and supports all kinds of leftist exiles and maintains 
contacts with certain members of the RCC through the House of the 
Argentinian People located in that country, through which the creat i on 
of a so-called "~lexican Committee for Solidarity with the Arg entinian 
People'' is being urged. This is an offshoot of the RCC wh i ch is 
grow i ng and i s organically and functionally dependent on its "foreign 
arm". 

On the other hand, Mexico is the meet i ng center in the area of 
the international relations of the Council and for meetings between 
the Council and the OPM Montoneros; these meetings are held through 
the "jotacerretista [meani ng unknown]" headquarters located in 
Aztec territory. 

In the case of Cuba, aside from the fact that it is the common 
"sponsor" of subversion on the continent, it provides permanent 
logistical, ideological and financial support as well as train ing for 
its components, through the so-called ''Directorates of Liberation" 
which are subordinate to the embassies of this country. 

In Caracas (Venezuela) in 1974 the RCC established the Lat i n American 
Press Agency (LAPA), the main centralizing entity of its propaganda 
effort, with branches in Buenos Aires (Argentina) and Pari s (France) . 
Since this time the LAPA has been regularly publishing in various 
languages an ·"Information Bulletin" called the "LAPA Bulletin" which 
is circulated clandestinely, in ~hich it reports on the activities of 
the Council and its component organizations, while also including 
subjects of political, social, economic and military interest and of 
international character, which are analyzed in a clearly Marx i st and 
slanted way. 
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The dissemination of these bulletins is spreading to various 
European and Latin American countries, including France, Argentina 
and Italy. The information used to make up this publication are 
allocated indiscriminately by the "foreign arm" of the RCC in 
Paris (France) and/or by the subversive organizations who put 
the publication together. 

This agency also collaborates in putting together and publishing 
the journal "Che Guevara", the press organ of the Council which 
circulates underground. 

This effort by the RCC in the southern sphere has been supplemented 
recently by the support of the self-styled Paraguyan Front for National 
Liberation (PFNL) located in the Republic of Paraguay which has a 
purely "Castroist" orientation and whose incorporation considerably 
expanded the deployment of the Council in this region. 

Towards the end of 1974, at the insistence of the Council and 
with the direct intervention of the WRP-PRA of Argentina, the Antiimperialist 
Movement for Socialism in Argentina (AMSA) was founded in New York 
(USA). This organization is a branch of the RCC which answers to its 
"foreign arm", which is dedicated to tasks of propaganda and solidarity 
and which also has branches in the cities of Miami, Los Angeles and 
San Francisco. 

This "antiimperialist" group which officially initiated its 
public activity in April 1975 carries out its efforts in the USA 
and other European countries by means of organizing and carrying out 
a series of cultural and political information meetings with the 
declared intent of absorbing all those sections of the "masses" which 
in one form or another manifest ideological agreement with its anti­
imperialist and socialist (Marxist-Leninist) principles. 

The AMSA 1ihich calls itself an "independent political organ ization, 
founded and controlled in the USA by the Argentinians" advocates through 
its proposals the installation of a Marxist regime in our country. 

On the other hand, while taking advantage of the measure of 
legality wh i ch the current democratic system in the USA provides it 
and its status as a "socialist" political organization, the AMSA uses its 
official press organ "Denunciation" to publish a series of articles 
in which it lay s significant emphasis on the activities of the armed 
underground organizations which operate in our area (WRP-PRA, Montoneros, 
etc.), as well as the activities of thise leftist groups and/or 
parties which operat e in Argentina (the Argentinian Communist Party, 
PPA [Translator's Note: expansion unknown], etc.) which makes up • 
subject matter which revolves around an apology for [defense of] 
subversion. 

In addition, its efforts are directed at promoting the support of 
trends and/or sectors of opinion which carry weight in the world in 
order to achieve on this level better protection and representation 
for insurrection and on the other hand to obtain from official inter­
national organizations recognition and treatment for the Council and/or

other similar organizations as "bel ligercnt forces" or a uregular army'' 
according to the articles of the Geneva Convention. 

3. 1.3. On the Nat ional Level 

Since its founding (February 1974) and under the leadership of the 
WRP - PRA, the Revolutionary Coordination Council has established in 
Buenos Aires (Argentina) its major directing body the "High Command", 
which in its highest expression has been composed of the following 
elements representing its component organizations: 

WRP-PRA (Argentina) -- Mario Roberto Santucho (f [Translator's Note: 
expansion unknown]) 

MRL (Chile) -- Patricio Antonio Biedma (a) "Nico" 

BRWP-NLA (Bolivia) 
in the Bolivian Army) 

Ruben Sanchez Valdivia (a) "Jesus" (Ex-Major 

NU1-(T) (Republic of Uruguay) -- Andres Felix Cultelli Chirirao (a) 
"Bruno" (detained in our country). 

The selection of the founding center of this directing body not 
only arises from a factor of privilege on the part of the \VRP-PRA 
which was the main precursor of a driving force behind the Council, 
but also to the pre-insurrectional conditions which characterized 
Argentina at this time on the regional level. 

This "Command" is assisted by its operational section called the 
"International Arm", through which its channels all of its activity 
and contacts with the organizations which comprise it and its 
deployment outside the country, principally with its "foreign arm" 
located in Paris (France), providing data and bases for judgement 
which permit the development of propaganda and solidarity missions 
through the various campaigns in Europe and America . 

In the same way it assists extremist elements "on the run" or 
travelling by providing false documentation and by coordinating foreign 
and domestic activity, and they interpret as internal anything which 
occurs in the originating countries (Argentina, Chile, Uruguay and 
Bolivia). 

In order to carry out this type of missions and other missions of 
tactical-operational importance, the RCC has developed in our country 
an organic system constructed on the base of "work teams" in order 
to meet its needs, both on the domestic regional level and on the 
international 1 eve 1. 

This work structure is made up of: 

-- a propaganda team 

This is constituted by the "Latin American Press Agency" (LAPA) 
with its central headquarters in Caracas (Venezuela) and a branch in 
Buenos Aires (Argentina). , ,-, .- , , ,, . 
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It is charged with putting together the LAPA Information Bulletin, 
whose circulation extends to Latin America, Asia, Africa and Europe 
with a weekly bulletin published in French and Italian. 

It publishes the review "Che Guevara", the official underground 
organ of the RCC which is put out in various languages (Italian, 
Portuguese, Spanish and French). It also collaborates with the "movie 
team" in putting together and disseminating cinematographic material. 

-- movie team 

This team operates in our country under the name of "Base Cinema 
Group", is led by elements of the WRP-PRA of Argentina and is mostly 
made up of writers and film people from our media. Its mission 
consists of filming full-length movies and short features based 
essentially on recording events and/or episodes related to mass 
mobilizations and events having subversive connotations, as well as 
to violent occurrences provoked by the insurgent enemy in Latin 
American countries, especially those which occur in our country. 

In the functional-technical respect, the "Base Cinema Group" 
carries out tasks of developing, copying and re-taping soundtracks 
in Havana (Cuba) according to an agreement made in 1974 at Caracas 
(Venezuela) between the Cuban-Argentinian Cultural Exchange Institute 
(CACEI) and Latin American movie workers. 

In May 1975 the RCC proposed the filming of a full-length movie 
and four short features relating to Vietnam, on which occasion the 
above-mentioned CACEI provided the sum of 24,000 US dollars to defray 
the cost arising from these films. 

During its operation as stated above, this team has put together 
and shown various films such as "I Am From Here"; "The Traitors" and 
"The Hour of the Furnaces", the dissemination of which, ivhile serving 
doctrinaire ends, aided in the campaign of defamation carried out 
by its "foreign arm". 

The recent detection and seizure in our country of some of its 
members made it possible to learn its basic system, thus providing 
the possibility of partially dismantling this team. 

-- documentation team 

This team is assigned to provide logistic support to the subversive 
elements of various underground organizations by manufacturing any type 
of identification papers (identity document, passports, military and 
police credentials, etc.) for our country, neighboring countries, 
Latin America and Europe. These documents make it possible for their 
users to travel within the country and over national boundaries by using 
false identities. 

This team was operating in Buenos Aires (Argentina) under the 
supervision of the WRP-PRA and with the active participation of elements 
from the NLM-(T) of Uruguay. Anti subversive operations carried out 
in April 1975 in this area made it possible to dismantle this team and 
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to neutralize an ambitious work plan then being carried out called the 
"Plan Rabbit" which was dedicated specifically to the manufacture and 
alteration of all kinds of documents. Nevertheless, the RCC had a 
similar team in Paris (France) which provided for its needs in this 
regard. 

armament team 

This team is another important team within the logistic infrastructure 
built by the RCC in Buenos Aires (Argentina). 

During 1975 operations similar to those previously mentioned 
made it possible to gain access to an important underground factory 
and another hiding place built in Buenos Aires (Argentina) to develop 
a prototype of a machine pistol known as "RCC 1". These places were 
found to be operating in complete coordination with a work plan called 
"Plan 500" and which consisted of building 500 weapons with the above­
-mentioned characteristics. 

The direction and operation of this logistic apparatus were the 
responsibility of elements belonging to the NLM - (T) of Uruguay which 
was acting in our country under the supervision and with the support 
of the \1/RP-PRA of Argentina. Within the subversive organizations 
this situation created a relationship of mutual dependency which was 
responsible for the strength basic to the survival of both organizations. 

-- the berretin team 

Faced with the necessity of providing safety for documentation, 
armaments, communications teams, etc., the RCC established work teams 
for structuring the so-called "herretin" teams (an enclosed place 
i ntended for hiding any type of material), which by preference employed 
the technique utilized by elements of the NLM-(T) for this type of 
mission. 

In order to ensure better operation, a coordination team was 
established for each country (Ch i le, Uruguay, Bolivia and Argentina) . 

-- communications team 

The RCC established a communications apparatus which utilized 
individual keys for each country and collective keys for communications 
in connection with the OAC [Translator's Note: expansion unknown] h'hich 
belonged to it. 

This task was developed on the basis of a cryptosystem which they 
called "Like Book Codes" or "Key Text" which had to be interpreted 
as a polyalphabetic substitution and a random numerical code. On the 
other hand, it has to be mentioned that this subversive super-organization 
maintains continuous and fluid communications between its "High Command" 
in Buenos Aires (Argent i na) and its "foreign arm" based in Paris (France). 

-- cadre school 

During 1975 antisubversive forces managed to detect and neutralize 
a Cadre School in Buenos Aires (Argentina) as well as an underground site . .

This "school" was operating under the political-military 
direction of the \\'RP-PRA, and command cadres and combat elements of 
the organizations making up the RCC attended it. 

The political experience and combat training acquired were 
supplemented in practice by transferring some students to the rural 
subversive front of Tucuman (Argentina) where the active participation 
of foreign elements was tested in paramilitary operations. 

Finally, we should note that the political events which occurred 
in our country on 24 March 1976 have considerably changed the view 
which the RCC held concerning Argentina and its possible courses of 
action, taking into account the previous political situation. This 
gave certain securities and guarantees for its subversive activity, 
both within the country and outside it. 

Nevertheless, the RCC and within it the lvRP-PRA in particular 
foresee a plan of action to restore their cadres by reinforcing its 
internal security measures and by reducing to a minimum the possibility 
that its cadres can be affected by the current situation. 

At the same time, the RCC attempted to improve as much as possible 
its courses of action planned in our country, relying on the campaign 
of propaganda and solidarity being carried out from outs i de the 
country.

5. Evaluation 

The development of the internal politics of the individual South 
American sphere was gradually causing a general situation in this area 
which to a certain extent contributed to the rise of insurgency groups 
and armed underground organizations which, with various revolutionary 
points of view, provoked a series of violent crimes and developed in 
accordance with the political background in each country. 

Later, and as a consequence of the political and institutional 
changes carried out in some Latin American countries, especially Chile, 
Uruguay and Bolivia and the resulting antisubversive campaigns prosecuted 
in these countries after 19 73, Argentina became a type of "bastion" 
and/or "redoubt" of insurgency in the south. 

This situation in part provided the possibilities for the 
ma i n current OPM in our country, the \\IRP -P RA and Montoneros, to 
reinforce their structures while bringing in foreign extremist 
cadres from (or displaced from) the above-mentioned neighboring 
countries, which also made it possible for the enemy to diversify 
his courses of action, trying out new forms of struggle which would 
decisively aid in achieving their ultimate objective, "to take 
political power". 

,· . 
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The progress towards the desired objective was considered to be 
blocked and interrupted when the Armed Forces took power in Argentina. 
By means of a process of attrition the Armed Forces were "blocking" 
the revolutionary left, which left the enemy with no other alternative 
than to offer battle, committing to it all of his power and all the 
support of any kind which he was able to obtain. 

The above-described situation was visualized by the insurgent 
enemy, who consequently took certain measures, principally the one 
adopted in February 1974 which gave rise to the establishment of 
an international subversive super-organization called the RCC. 

The way the situation is planned on the regional level, subversion 
is obliged to get a great deal of support for its domestic effort 
from outside the country as the only means of maintaining its 
strength in the face of the reverses suffered both on the political 
scene and on the operational level, having constructed for this 
purpose an international propaganda machine by means of which it 
attempted to exert international pressure against the National 
Government in order to: 

reduce the repression and its effects on the organizations. 

-- Present a false image of reality which would favor their 
cause and justify their methods and procedures to international 
pub 1 ic opinion. 

-- Recruit combatants, ideologues or sympathizers imprisoned 
in the country by means of their subversive activities. 

-- Foil any effort by the Military Government with regard to 
political and economic goals. 

-- Develop the recruitment of cadres, which had been made very 
difficult for the organization. 

-- In achieving these objectives, the RCC already had a growing 
propaganda infrastructure whose activities have begun to be manifested 
through international organizations, both official and unofficial, by 
means of denunciation campaigns, petitions for the release of prisoners, 
etc., all in the framework of a permanent campaign in favor of "suppressed 
human rights", freedom, democracy, etc., and against "torture", "repression", 
etc. In this regard we should mention the fast propaganda built-up 
achieved abroad against our country by the RCC by means of its working 
body the ACIS (Argentinian Center for Information and Solidarity], 
which constitutes a new demonstration of our enemy's powe r. 

-- All of this leads us to predict that the priority target of 
this seditious effort carried out from abroad will continue to be 
Argentina for the following reasons: 

- our country is the site of the RCC High Command and within the 
southern sphere area constitutes the last country in which a member 
organization (the \1/RP-PRA) has the last vestiges of "territoriality". 

• . : I 
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- The subversive elements active in our country, both domestic 
and foreign, have blocked the avenues of escape, having thus made 
it particularly risky to attempt to leave our country. 

The most recent tactical reverses have forced the subversive 
organizations to make up their operational losses with propagan~a 
in order not to lose power. 

- The status of the OAC operating in our country is such that 
they have to gain a great triumph in the future "battle of survival" 
which is being planned, and they will concentrate all their strength 
and resources on winning it. 

-- That which we have stated above makes it possible to deduce 
that to the extent that anti-subversive activity increases and becomes 
more successful, the subversive enemy's mark will be propaganda 
activity abroad which will develop in proportion to the antisubversion. 

For that reason it is logical to expect a real international 
offensive to be directed against Argentina which will advocate the 
cessation of countersubversion operations and will level accusations 
of alleged torture, mistreatment, violations of Human Rights, etc. 

-- These demonstrations should be considered as a logical 
course of act i on for the opponent since they can be used as a measure 
of the success of countersubversivc action according to the following 
functions: 

- the less successful countersubversion is, the more operational 
subversive activity there will be domestically and the more propaganda 
activity there will be abroad. 

·- The more successful countersubversion is, the more forei gn 
propaganda there will be and there will be a reduction in or 
neutralization of domestic operational activity. 

As a counterpart to the insurrectional activity mentioned up until 
now, it is possible to orchestrate various courses of action, each of 
which has alternatives and variations. 

It thus is important to agree upon criteria wi th the other 
countries in the area which, although they are attempting to neutralize 
the enemy on the international level, continue to suffer his attacks 
from abroad, in order to implement a joint public effort which would 
reach overseas at the levels af government, public opinion and 
international organizations and ~hich would be based on properly 
exploiting the negative aspects of the Marxist revolutionary activity, 
purposely emphasizing the ideological identification of those undefined 
persons and organizations who are utilized as a front by international 
subversion. 

It will be possible to channel this effort through a joint or 
individual diplomatic policy which on the internat i onal level will 
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occupy a definite anti-Marxist and countersubversive position, with 
which the greatest effect and hope of success can be achieved. 

6. Probable Evolution 

-- Considering what is stated in this report, the insurgent 
enemy in his new form, the "Revolutionary Coordination Council" 
(RCC) will continue to be obliged to enlarge and refine his system 
of propaganda and "solidarity" in the hope of achieving the above­
-mentioned goals, relying to do so on the tools and necessary 
structure. In the same way he will seek every kind of economic, 
political and training support which various countries and/or 
governments of Europe and Africa will be able to provide for him . 
These countries are characterized by supporting a like ideology, which 
will greatly increase the enemy's potential on the international 
level. 

The future dynamics of this effort will be subject to 
certain domestic considerations which may affect the foreign scene 
and modify the current national policy of involvement. 

-- In this sense it is worth mentioning that the continuation 
of the antisubversive effort on the present level domestically 
may be reflected abroad by a consistent increase in the level of 
interference in political, economic, diplomatic, cultural, etc . , 
affairs, 1~hich in the long run will have a negative influence on 
the current process of national reorganization. 

-- From this it follows that on the level of an antisubversive 
strategy, there is no reason to differentiate between a domestic enemy 
and a foreign one, since they should be considered at this level of 
the process as manifestations of the same enemy . 

-- For this reason and without prejudicing the continuity of the 
antiinsurgency effort on the domestic level, it is necessary to 
insist on planning and carrying out a comprehensive psychological 
campaign ~hich would tend to have a strong impact on the propaganda 
structure of the enemy , specifically the "foreign arm" of the RCC 
represented by the ACIS, provided that first adequate preparat ions 
are made to begin a psychological offensive of this nature.

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The National Liberation ~fovement (Tupamaros) of Uruguay, the 
~~vement of the Revolutionary Left (MRL) of Chile, the National 
Liberation Army (NLA) of Bolivia and the People's Revolutionary 
Army (PRA) of Argentina make this declaration in order to declare 
to the workers, to the rural poor, to the urban poor, to the students 
and intellectuals, to the [Translator's Note: one word illegible], 
to the millions of exploited workers of our [one word illegible ] 
Latin American homeland, their decision to unite into a Revolutionary 
Coordination Council. 

This important step is the product of a perceived necessity, 
the necessity to unite our peoples in the area of organization, 
to unify the revolutionary forces facing the imperialist enemies 
and to release with the appropriate (one word obscured) the 
political and ideological struggle against bourgeois nationalism 
and reformism . 

This important step is the realization of one of the main 
strategic principles of Commandant Che Guevara, hero, symbol and 
forerunner of the socialist revolution on our continent. It is 
also a significant step which is aimed a t reviving the fraternal 
tradition of our people who were able to unite and struggle as one 
against the oppressors of the last century, the Spanish colonialists. 

Our Struggle is Against Imperialism 

The peoples of the world are constantly threatened by the most 
aggressive and rapacious imperialism that has ever existed. They have 
not been indifferent to the genocide organized and directed by Yankee 
imperialism against the heroic people of Vietnam. In this unequal 
war, whose consequences have not yet been redressed, the entire 
warlike and treacherou s nature of the imperialism of the north has 
been completely demonstrated. However, this war has once and for all 
demonstrated the weakness of its system and also of all its military 
might in the face of a people willing to struggle and determined to 
be free at any price. 

Since the last century and up to the present day, the Latin 
American peoples have borne the heavy colonial or neocolonial yoke 
of the imperialists and have suffered repeated military interventions 
and unjust or manufactured wars carried out either by the North American 
Army or by the supranational monopolies. 
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These include the plundering of Mexico, the occupation of Puerto 
Rico and the intervention i n Santo Domingo. This includes Playa Giron 
and many bellicose acts which our America has not forgotten and will 
never forgive. 

The perpetrators include Shell, Esso or Standard Oil, United 
Fruit, l.T.T., the money of Mr. Rockefeller and Mr. Ford. These 
also include the CIA which with Pappy Shelton, Mitrione and Siracusa 
have left indelible marks of the enslaving and abusive policies 
carried out by the USA against the popular movement in Latin America. 

Latin America is Marching Towards Socialism 

On the 10th of January 1959, with the triumph of the Cuban 
Revolution there began the final march of the Latin American peoples 
towards socialism, towards true national independence and towards 
the collective happiness of the peoples. 

It is the just and open rebellion of the exploited peoples of 
Latin America against a barbarous neocolonial capitalist system 
imposed s i nce the end of the last century by Yankee and European 
imperialism which has taken possession of our continent by means of 
force, deceit and corruption. The cowardly bourgeois, the creoles 
and their armies did not honor the revolutionary liberator legacy 
of the glorious anticolonial struggle of our people which was led by 
heres such as Bolivar, San Martin, Artigas and many others who 
achieved independence, equality and liberty. 

By defending narrow group interests, the ruling classes have 
united with the imperialists, collaborated with them and have 
facilitated their economic penetration, gradually turning over the 
control of our economy to the insatiable appetite of foreign capital. 
This economic domination has brought about political and cultural 
control and subordination. This is how the neocolonialist capitalist 
system was founded which began to exploit, oppressing and keeping down 
for a hundred years the worker classes of our continent. Since the 
beginning of the century the worker class has begun to rise up against 
this system, displaying the previously unknown banner of socialism 
and thus prodding the farmers, students and all healthy and revolutionary 
elements of our peop l es to awake. As movements organized by the worker 
class, anarchism, socialism and communism energetically and heroically 
led the way for the mobilization of the complete masses, [two words 
illegible] with revolutionary struggle. The legendary Nicariuguan 
leader Augusto Cesar Sancino, a metallurgica l worker, directed in his 
small country one of the most heroic of these battles when his guerrilla 
army surprised and defeated the North American interventionist troops 
in 1932. It was in this decade of the 30's that our people developed 
throughout the continent a formidable mass [word illeg ible] which 
checked the neocolonial domination spread by Yankee imperialism, 
the number one enemy of all the peoples of the world. 

However, this formidable revolutionary mass mobilization was not 
crowned with victory. Active political and military intervention

against the revolution, both indirect and direct and exercised 
by Yankee imperialism, combined with the defects of anarchism 
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and the competing socialist and communist parties, were the causes 
of this temporary defeat. The majority of the communist parties 
and those people who were unconscientious, inconsistent and were 
organized in this period fell into the trap of reformism. Some of 
them such as the heroic and war- tested Communist Party [four words 
illegible] defeated with tens and thousands of [three words i llegible ] 
the impetuous head of the masses strayed from his revolutionary path 
and fell under the influence and the guidance of bourgeois nationalism, 
the dead way of the revolution, the intelligent and demagogical 
recourse which the ruling classes hit upon to prolong the life of 
the neocolonial capitalist system by means of deceit. 

After the formidable triumph of the Cuban people which under 
the able and foresighted guidance of Fidel Castro and a group of 
Marxist-Leninist leaders succeeded in defeating the Batista army 
and establishing on the island of Cuba, in the very beard of 
imperialism, the First Latin America Socialist State, the peoples of 
the continent saw their revolutionary faith fortified and initiated 
a new and profound joint movement. 

By hit and miss our peoples and their vanguards have launched 
themselves decisively into the anti-imperialist struggle for socialism. 
The 60's saw an unbroken string of great popular struggles, violent 
guerrilla battles and powerful mass insurrections. The April \Var, 
the general insurrection of the Dominican people, obliged Yankee 
imperialism to intervene directly and to send 30,000 soldiers to 
put down this magnificent uprising with massacres. 

The legendary figure of Commandant Ernesto Guevara personified 
and symbolized all of this [one word illegible] of struggle and his 
heroic death as well as his exemplary life and his clear Marxist­
-Leninist strategic concept opened and [one word illeble] the new 
revolutionary acme of our peoples which increases day by day in power 
and purpose, a part of the [one word illegible], of the peoples, of 
the land and of the cities and is being irresistibly developed by the 
entire continent. 

It is the decisive awakening of our peoples which is galvanizing 
millions and millions of workers and which is moving inexorably towards 
the Second Independence, towards decisive national and social liberation, 
towards the final elimination of the unjust capitalist system and the 
establishment of revolutionary socialism. 

The Struggle for the Leadership of the Mass Movement 

The revolutionary path is not easy nor simple, however. We must not 
only confront the barbarous economic and military force of imperialism. 
More subtle enemies and dangers assail at every moment the revolutionary 
forces and their desire to effectively and victoriously launch the 
anti-imperialist and anticapitalist struggle. 

Today, in view of the particular situation of the revolutionary 
process on the continent we should return specifically to two kinds of 
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thought and action which conspire mightily against the revolutionary 
spirit of the Latin Americas. They are one, an enemy: bourgeois 
nationalism and one, a false conception on the popular level: 
reformism. 

These two things, sometimes closely united, tend to lodge in the 
revolutionary head of our peoples, capture its leadership and impose 
its false and slanted concepts which inevitably wind up inhibiting 
and emasculating the revolutionary impulse. Through this impulse 
the intransigent ideological and political struggle acquires a 
strategic dimension. It is this struggle which we the revolutionaries 
should initiate against these currents, we should master them and thus 
gain in the leadership of the widest masses in order to provide our 
peoples with a consistent revolutionary leadership which guides us 
steadily, intelligently and effectively towards victory. Bourgeois 
nationalism is a current [three lines illegible) to distract and 
derail the struggle of the peoples when counterrevolutionary violence 
[three words illegible]. Its social nucleus is the proimperialist 
church [Translator's Note: four words illegible] claims to [three 
words illegible] disputing the oligarchy and traditional bourgeoise, 
the favors of imperialism by means of the trick of representing 
themselves as firemen putting out the revolutionary fire, with 
popular influence and a capacity for [one word illegible] before 
the mobilization of the masses. In their policy of deceit they 
express a verbal anti-imperialism and pretend to lead the masses 
with their nationalist [one word illegible] they claim the third 
position. However, they are in reality not anti-imperialists but 
[t1,o words illegible] new and more subtle forms of foreign economic 
penetration. On the other hand reformism is a current which moves 
in the true sense of the worker people, releasing the sphere of 
intervention of petit-bourgeois sectors and of the worker aristocracy. 
It is characterized by forcing back in its deeds the just and 
necessary revolutionary violence as a fundamental method of struggle 
for power, thus abandoning the Marxist concept of the fighting class. 
Among the masses reformism defends [one word illegible] pacifist and 
liberal ideas, embellishes the national [word illegible] and the 
counterrevolutionary armies with which they constantly seek to [one 
word illegible] and they espouse the importance of legality and the 
parliamentary route. One of its favorite arguments that it is necessary 
to avoid violence and to have relations with the bourgeoisie and the 
"patriotic military" in search of a peaceful path which [one word 
illegible] losses of blood for the masses in its move towards socialism 
is explicit and unhappily refuted by the facts. Here where reformism 
imposes its conciliatory and pacifist policy the enemy classes and 
their armies carry out the greatest massacres against the people . The 
[word illegible) of the experience acquired with more than 20,000 
murdered working men and women requires no further comment. 

In the face of bourgeois nationalism, reformism and other trends 
of less importance, in the constant ideological and the political 
struggle with them the armed foundation rises, the revolutionary 
foundation which is consolidated day by day in the sense of the masses, 
increasing its influence and improving its political and military 
capacity, is converted each time more and more into a real option 
on the path of national independence and socialism. 
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Specifically in order to contribute to reinforcing this revolutionary 
basis on a continental scale, the four basic organizations of this declaration 
have decided to set up this Revolutionary Coordination Council in 
[one word illegible] which and each of its national organizations 
we call to organize themselves and to fight together, as well as 
on the popular and worker revolutionary front in Latin America. This 
naturally means that the doors of this Coordination Council are 
open to the revolutionary organizations in the various countries 
of Latin r\merica. 

The Experience of our Organizations 

The NL\I-Tupamaros, the Movement of the Revolutionary Left 
(MRL) and the People's Revolutionary Army (PRA), during their patriotic 
and revolutionary struggle, have come to understand the necessity for 
uniting and have determined from their own experience their 
international concept, understanding that it is against the imperialist 
and capital i st enemy that we are united and organized to oppose 
it with the [two words illegible] and greatest unity of our peoples. 

Linked by the similarity of our struggles and our history, 
we four organizations have first established fraternal ties, and 
in one process have passed from an exchange of experiences to a 
mutual collaboration which becomes more active each time, to today 
provide this decisive step which emphasizes the coordination and 
collaboration which without any doubt will result in better practical 
effectiveness in the bloody struggle which our peoples are directing 
against the common enemy. 

The better development of our organizations and the reinforcement 
of its concept and internationalist practice will make it possible to 
take better advantage of the potentialities of our peoples to 
raise a powerful revolutionary force capable of decisively defeating 
imperialist-capitalist reaction, liquidating the counterrevolutionary 
armies, expel ling Yankee and European imperialism from South 
America, country by country, and [one word illegible] the construction 
of socialism in each of our countries in order to tomorrow achieve 
the most complete Latin American unity possible. 

Achieving this sacred objective will not be easy. The cruelty 
and force of imperial ism will make it necessary, as Commandant 
Guevara foresaw, to start a bloody and prolonged revolutionary war 
which will turn the Latin American continent into the second or 
third Vietnam of the world. 

In addition, following the glorious example of the heroic 
Vietnamese people, the Latin American workers will know how to 
fight without fear, with increasing efficiency, displaying in all 
their intensity the inexhaustable energy of the masses and crushing 
Yankee imperialism and its agents, thus achieving our happiness and 
contributing mightily to the final destruction of the main enemy 
of the international working class, of socialism and of all the peoples 
of the 1vorld. 
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Ours is the understanding that today there is no viable 
strategy in Latin America other than the strategy of revolutionary 
war. This revolutionary war is a complete process of struggle 
by the masses, armed and unarmed, peaceful and violent, where all 
the forms of struggle develop together to turn on the axis of 
armed struggle. We must understand that for this entire process 
of revolutionary war to develop successfully, it is necessary to 
mobilize all the people under the guidance of the revolutionary 
proletariat. We must understand that the proletarian leadership 
of the war is exercised by a fighting Marxist-Leninist party 
which is proletarian in nature and is capable of centralizing and 
leading, uniting into a single powerful front all the aspects of the 
popular struggle, guaranteeing proper strategic leadership. We 
must understand that under the leadership of the Proletarian 
Party it is necessary to develop a powerful popular army, the 
nucleus of steel for the revolutionary forces, which will develop 
from the small to the large, closely connected to the masses and 
fed by them, which will erect an unpenetrable [one word illegible] 
where all of the military attempts of the reactionaries will 
shatter, and this will happen under the material conditions of 
ensuring the total destruction of the counterrevolutionary armies. 
We must understand that it is also necessary to construct a 
mass popular and worker [one word illegible] which [one word 
illegible] all the progressive and revolutionary power to the 
various popular parties, to the trade unions and also to the similar 
organizations, in a [one word illegible) the most complete masses 
[several words illegible) coming closer with each moment to the 
effort carried on by the popular anny and the political clandestine 
effort of the proletarian party. 

The reply should be clear, and should be none other than the armed 
struggle as the principal factor of polarization, agitation and 
finally in the defeat of the enemy, the only possibility for victory. 
This does not mean that use is not made of all the possible forms of 
organization and struggle: the legal and the clandestine, the 
peaceful and the violent, the economic and the political, combining 
all [one word illegible] with more efficiency in the Armed Struggle 
in accordance with the particular characteristics of each region and 
country. The continental nature of the struggle is basically required 
by the presence of a common enemy. North American imperialism 
is developing an antinational strategy to suppress the Socialist 
Revolution in Latin America. There is nothing casual about the 
push of facist regimes in the countries where the movement of the 
masses upward endangers the stability of the oligarchies' power. 
The international strategy of imperialism corresponds to the continental 
strategy of the revolutionaries. 

The path to be covered in this struggle is not short. The 
international bourgeoisie is willing to hinder the revolution by any 
means once it has begun in a single country. It has all the official 
and [one word illegible] means, films and broadcasting media which 
can be utilized against the people. For this reason our revolutionary 
war is [one word illegible] of the enemy in its initial phases towards 
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forming a popular army \vhich is more powerful than that of the enemy. 
This process is (one word illegible], but paradoxically it is the 
shortest and least costly path for obtaining the strategic objectives 
of the disadvantaged classes. 

To Arms, Latin American People 

Ive are living decisive moments in our history. In recognit10n 
of this, the NLM-Tupamaros, the Revolutionary Left Movement, the 
National Liberation Army and the People's Revolutionary Army 
call on all the exploited Latin American workers, the worker class, 
the poor in the country, the poor in the city, the students and 
intellectuals, the revolutionary Christians and all those elements 
from the exploited classes who are willing to collaborate with the 
just popular cause to take up arms with decision, to actively joi n 
the revolutionary struggle against imperialism and for socialism 
which has already been initiated on our continent under the 
manner and following the example of Commandant Guevara.

Structure and Operation 

As indicated in item 3, this agency is set up to unite the 
Group for Solidari ty with the Argentinian People (GSAP), the Inter­
nationa l Committee to Support the Struggle in Argentina (ICSSA), 
and the Committee to Defend Argentinian Political Prisoners (CDAPP). 

Within the organic structure of the RCC, the ACIS constitutes the 
main executive agency of its "foreign arm" with its base of operation 
in Paris (France). Its mission is basically to perform tasks of 
propaganda and solidarity which are designed to publicize a distorted 
national reality and to play up the image and activity of the subversive 
enemy, especially that which corresponds to the OPM \\'RP- PRA, 
Montoneros and the above-mentioned Council. 

This Center is based on a political accord formul ated between 
the l\'RP-PRA and the ~lontoneros. 

Its structure consists basically of a General Secretar iat 
wh i ch operationally controls six Secretariats, each of which i s assigned 
the following functions, i.e.: 

-- the Secretariat of Foreign Relations 

Its mission is to maintain relations with similar organi zations 
acting outside of French territory. 

Secretariat of Followers 

It maintains contact with organizations for solidarity and aid 
in France and Europe. 

Secretariat of Finance 

It administers the funds of the ACIS. 

Secretariat of Culture 

Th i s Secretariat is charged with organizing festivals and other 
functions in order to raise money. 

-- Secretariat of Solidaritv 

This Secretariat is respons i ble for a iding refugees and establishing 
the contacts required for these ends. 

-- Secretariat of Press and Propaganda 

This Secretariat is charged with maintain i ng contacts with the 
press in order to broadcast collected information and to set up 
propaganda campaigns. 
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The most important elements belonging to this Center which have 
been noted are: 

-- Rodolfo ~lattarollo (IVRP -PRA). Responsible for the RCC 
in Paris (France) and for its "foreign arm". 

-- Luis Benito Cerrutti Costa: Montonero leader. Secretary 
General of the ACIS, and occupies this post with the authorization 
of the National Congress of this OPM. 

-- Alejandro Tettelbaun -- Hector Yankelevich Carlos Alberto 
Gonzalez Gartland -- Julio Cortazar, all belonging to the leadership 
section of the ACIS. 

Among the act1v1ties carried out by this Center, we should 
mention the contacts established with the principal French worker-student 
organizations in order to win their support and collaboration. In 
the same way we have noted that its components are interested in 
obtaining the text of the decree which caused the creation of 
ex-Councils of Defense, of Internal Security, and of the National 
Intelligence Center in order to mount a campaign of denunciation 
against these security agencies .

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THE ORGANIZATION ''AMNESTY INTERNATIONAL" 

Antecedents 

The founding of Amnesty International dates from May 1961, 
when the British jurist Peters Bennenson founded this international 
organization which was supposed to defend prisoners whose faults or 
crimes were based on political, religious or moral differences with 
their respective governments. 

Its founder, who had previously preferred to patronize various 
persons arrested for such causes, believed it convenient to 
set up a defense body to bring pressure on these governments and to 
prevent its activities from being accused of partiality. For this 
purpose he established Amnesty International and proposed for 
its operation to defend an identical number of cases in various 
Western countries, in the Communist countries and in those grouped 
under the name Third World. 

This organization is made up of 1000 "work groups" scattered 
in various countries and mostly concentrated in England, Switzerland, 
Holland, France, lvest Germany , the USA and Australia, with other 
groups in Latin America, Asia and Africa. 

During 1974 a "work group" was established in Moscow (USSR), 
but in a short time its leaders were thrown in jail and its local 
meeting place closed. 

Its central base operates in London (England) where it has a 
training school for approximately 41 persons, with its offices 
located at Teobald Road SS -- London. Outs ide of London, the most 
important Amnesty International groups operate in Belgium, France, 
Luxemburg, Canada and Switzerland. 

Among its chief leaders we should mention Sean Mc Bride, 
the President and ex-Chancellor of Ireland and Nobel Peace Prize 
Winner, with its Secretary General being the lawyer Martin Ennels. 

This organization is maintained with the support of some 
16,000 members who represented approximately 32 countries. 

Through public declarations Amnesty International affirmed 
that it was working in behalf of approximately 2500-3000 subjects, 
who for the most part were South Americans, Spanish, Greeks, Turks, 
Iranians, Indonesians, and some Europeans from Germany, France and 
England. 

This international organization had achieved the rank of "Consul­
tative Body" for the UN, UNESCO, the European Counci 1, the lnterAmerican 
Commission of Human Rights of the OAS and the Organization of African 
Unity. One cause which Amnesty International frequently defended

is that of certain c1t1 zens ,~ho refused to submit to obligatory 
Military Service for reasons of religious or ideological belief. 

Another prominent task which this organization worked on 
consists of publicizing the names of political prisoners, although 
in recent years it has directed its efforts towards obtaining 
stories concerning cases of torture. 

Thus it regularly sends investigators to various Western 
countries in order to determine the status of political prisoners. 

As an example we should mention that before 1974 in Portugual 
an energetic campaign had been carried out against the government 
because of torture practiced on political prisoners or immediately 
before the leftist coup d'etat which causes the incarceration 
of other such political prisoners opposed to the socialist regime, 
and Amnesty International took no interest in them. For the case of 
Argentina this organization proclaimed with satisfaction before a 
Congress held in Paris (France) that since the assumption of power 
by Hector J. Campore no reports of torture had been received, but 
as soon as this person was removed from his post, Amnesty International 
began to receive information about "cruelties being practiced in 
Argentina". 

Before 1968 the act1v1ty of Amnesty International 1,•as much 
reduced and almost forgotten by the public in general, but after 
this date and coinciding with the era of Marxist infiltration 
into leadership positions in the organization, its activities 
became public and received the support and dissemination of all 
the leftist press organs in Europe. 

On the other hand, Amnesty International meets requests for 
information from certain official organizations such as the OEA, 
and UNESCO, about which it is known for certain that infi 1 trators 
are encountered there. 

This denotes to a certain extent the proMarxist character of this 
institution.

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Article #1: Sabotage, Weapon of Enormous Importance 

Introduction: Systematic and Planned Sabotage--In the present 
situation and in the future as popular resistance develops, sabotage 
can inflict heavy damage to the enemy at all levels of activity . 
However, in order to suceed it is necessary that sabotage take place 
in a systematic and pre-planned manner so that it does not appear to 
be a spontaneous reaction on the part of the workers, but instead 
a part of general plan. If carried out in this manner, the possibilities 
which present themselves through the use of sabotage can take place 
in diverse manners. Factory workers, for example, can, by systematically 
sabotaging the factory's production, disorganize the bourgeois economy 
and, as such, affect military planning in places where armament or 
military Yehicles are produced. Transportation workers such as rail­
workers can destroy cargo in storage or shipment. They can disrupt 
shipments and create difficulty for troops movements through derailing 
or destruction of railways, Obstruction of transportation services, 
interruption of communications or other methods employed to harrass 
the enemy by impeding his plans and objectives call for the effect i ve 
conduct of economic disruption by means of prior plann i ng and systematic 
application of sabotage. This important task is of great importance 
to our Party and to revolutionaries in general and a responsibil i ty 
which we should try hard to carry out. 

Article 11 2: Torture in Mexico 

At a press conference, political and labor organizations announced 
that the armed forces and the police are responsible for crimes, kid­
nappings and torture of progressive leaders throughout the country. 
A spokesman for the Mexican Worker's Party stated that hundreds of 
political prisoners have beP,n cruely tortured to death in a practice 
which has been conducted with governmental complicity . Testimony from 
various persons attesting to torture inflicted by military and police 
officers was read to foreign and local media representatives. Coin­
cidentally several priests from the State of Guerrero signed a petition 
accusing the government of having "ordered the assassination of five 
peasant leaders whose bodies were found a week after their arrest by 
plain-clothes policemen". The home of one of the priests signing the 
petition was subsequently destroyed by an explosion. 

Article #3: The Thoughts of Mario R. SANTUCHO 

(This is an extract from the book "Politics and Methods", 
written by Mario R. SAJ'ffUCHO. It is intended to help the Party member 
better understand the problems of analytical methods and actions and 
urges the member to study Marxism/Leninism and the analysis of concrete ("' 
situations which cannot be separated from the t asks of constructing 
the Party and its intimate bond to the masses.) 
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"Our Party is dedicated to an energetic campaign to better its 
quality of revolutionary movement. To do this, we must examine a basic 
question: the methods of political analysis and revolutionary action. 
to face this question it is important to understand that all persons 
educated under the capitalist system have adopted a method of analysis 
and action based on formalism which impedes a scientific and correct 
comprehension of facts and incapacitates the ability to formulate and 
carry out just policies in the face of the different problems which 
occur in the struggle of the masses; this causes considerable difficulty 
in the creative application of the Party 1 ine". 

[An extract from Lenin's "Development of Capitalism in Russia" 
fol lows and concerns with the answering of concrete questions by simple 
logical development of the general thoughts versus the fundamental 
character of the revolution.] 

"Thanks to Marxism/Leninism, the proletarian revolution is able to 
understand exactly the course of social realities. Members of the 
PRT (Revolutionary Worker's Party) will struggle against formality 
and other ideological pressures prevalent in capitalist education and 
will, without pomp but with simplicity, overcome bourgeois ideology 
and consequently raise the quality of revolutionary work while on its 
way to victory. 

FORMALISM VERSUS MARXISM/LENINISM 

Formality in bourgeois methodology forces the militant (Party member) 
to superficially confront problems and to apply the Party lines as a 
test against apparently similar situations. The proletarian philosophy 
is in accordance with Lenin's definitions of the true analysis of actual 
situations and provides an excellent guide for revolutionary action 
upon which to base the analysis of the true reality which confronts 
the masses. 

PARTY STUDY AND ·A.CTIVITY 

Undoubtedly the best way to avoid formalism and to correctly apply 
Marxist/Leninist theories is through practical experience and systematic 
study which, with time, will enable one to understand and apply those 
theories. Knowledge of Marxist or Leninist theories is not an academic 
function of reciting sayings from memory. The degree of understanding 
of their theories is proved in the practical application of those 
theories. Nonetheless, several practical rules can assist Party members 
in their daily activities: 

1. Study extensively each problem and its inner details. 

2. Review the Party line which relates to the question and review 
the class ic al texts, particularly those of Lenin, which relate to this 
type of problem. 
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3. Analyze the situation taking into account all points of view. 

4. Explore a collective analysis of the actual situation by means 
of discussion. 

S. Firmly follow the plan of action selected with variations made 
according to the activity or action being taken. 

Article #4: The Fourth Pillar-International Solidarity 
(An editorial by Alberto VEGA) 

In order to achieve a definite victory, the revolutionary war 
being carried out by the working class of Argentinia needs to make 
maximum use of the energies of our people and solidify this energy 
with a concrete organization and a correct political and military line. 
To bring down the powerful military apparatus, it is imperative that 
a Popular Army, initially guerrillas who develop into conventional 
forces as necessary to annihilate the enemy, be formed. At the same 
time, a "Political Army of the Masses" must be formed by the National 
Liberation Front to unite all those social sectors which oppose the 
dictatorship and imperialism and are in favor of liberty and democracy. 
This constitutes the three pillars which will support the triumph of 
the revolution in Argentinia. International experience such as the 
victory of the heroic Vietnamese people, the combination of all types 
of struggle, and the maximum use of all resources, has taught us that 
a fourth pillar is necessary for revolutionary triumph: International 
Solidarity. This solidarity with the socialist camp and those peoples 
who love liberty and democracy suffused the liberation achievements 
in Vietnam, politically isolated the Yankees and resulted in the defeat 
of imperialism in Vietnam. Among the many lessons given us by the 
Vietnamese people, we, too, should assimilate this to bring the Argentine 
people within the realm of international solidarity and isolate our 
enemy. 

The international task of the Revolution must contemplate three 
aspects .. . . On one side, the support of the Socialist camp and their 
recognition of the revolutionary organization in Argentinia .... On the 
other hand, in Capitalist countries it must establish solidarity with 
the working class and liberty and democracy-loving peoples with the 
ultimate objective of isolating the military dictatorship. In Latin 
America our policy should extend to those countries which have united 
through the Junta de Coordinacion Revolucionaria (Revolutionary Co­
ordination Council). 

Article #S: My First Class 

The wise teachings of the great revolutionary Ho Chi MINH were 
the constant guide of Vietnamese revolutionaries to win over its people 
and achieve victory. This experience, extracted from the book "Memories 
of Ho Chi Minh", written by a Vietnamese militant, demonstrates Ho's 
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feelings on how to unite the masses, get to know them, make oneself 
loved in order to influence them and win them over for the revolution. 

[The story takes place in 1941 shortly after Ho's release by the 
French after being imprisoned for a year at Cao Bang and tells of his 
reunion wLth his revolutionary comrades and his going to the mountains 
to commence his revolutionary endeavors under the tutorship of "Venerable".] 

Article #6: International News 

Police interrupted a meeting of Latin America Pastoral, arrested 
all present and interned them at a military base. In attendance were 
religious priests, 13 bishops and 2 archbishops from Ecuador, Chile, 
Brazil, Mexico, United States, Peru, Venezuela and Paraguay . Representing 
our country (Ecuador) was Monsignor ZAAPE from Santa Fe. The Minister 
of Government (Ecuadorian), J. MANRIQUE, stated that the measure was 
taken because the meeting of priests and bishops related "subversive 
themes of Marxist origin". The arrested priests were expelled from 
the country for "trying to interfere in the internal affairs of Ecuador". 
This arbitrary measure of the reactionary Supreme Council of Government 
has caused stupor and repudiation by wide sectors of Ecuador and the 
entire world. In Quito more than 3000 persons took part in a protest 
demonstration against the measures taken by the Government in support 
of the priests and bishops arrested. 

Article #7: Revolutionary War in Argentinia 

This is a newspaper article which starts with an observation by 
North Vietnamese General Vo Nguyen GIAP to the effect that the Vietnamese 
people were able to achieve victory over a materially more powerful 
army because his troops were encouraged by a firm determination to fight 
and conquer in the name of national independence, for distribution 
of land to the peasants, for peace and for socialism. The author states 
that in Argentinia there exists a Marxist/Leninist Party which has 
known how to masterfully apply a just political and military line. 
He states that a union of socialist countries with great political 
and material forces and a National Liberation Movement creates a favorable 
situation for a struggle carried out by an oppressed people to succeed. 
A people's war carried out by a people's army can be considered by 
all rights as a decisive conquest more important than any weapon in 
Africa, Asia and Latin America. The author feels that in our times 
no powerful imperialist army and no endowed imperialist general can 
conquer a people which unites to fight in accordance with a just political 
and military line . Argentines should not be i ntimidated by the power 
of modern arms; for it is the courage of man which in the end determines 
victory. Seven years ago, the Argentine peoples along with sister 
Latin American countries, started up the same glorious road as the 
Vietnamese people by joining a worldwide offensive against the imperialist 
system. In the course of this, a powerful political and military force 
was developed which, in its present stage, is indestruct i ble. The 
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author then relates how in 1970 very few guerrilla cells existed but 
due to initiatives adopted by the 5th Congress and the Central Committee, 
these few commandos increased into hundreds and thousands of combatants. 
Along with the increase in numbers came modifications in operational 
aspects, tactics and organization of the People's Forces. The creation 
in 1974 of the first jungle unit along with the organizational tasks 
of Urban Companies in major cities constituted a major fundamental 
step toward the structuring of the People's Armed Forces. The retreat 
of the enemy's 141st Battalion at various parts of western Argentinia 
resulted in heavy losses to the enemy while fortifying the People's 
Army's experience, confidence, armament and their will to fight. 

Article #8: The Thoughts of Mario R. SANTUCHO 

The Principal Tasks of the Party, an extract from an El Combatiente 
(The Combatant) Editorial #224. 

[This article states that the principal tasks of the Party in 
the next months of the revolutionary war are to maintain the current 
level of guerilla resistance and to form a framework for political 
and military command as needed by the Argentine people to develop their 
immense combative potential.] 

Article #9: Two Operations 

Extracted from the book "It Happened at ROVNO" by D. MEDVEDIEV. 

[This article demonstrates the role that Party members played in 
guerilla units in the Soviet Army. The author states that the Party's 
unit enjoyed great prestige in the detachment and that Party members 
performed flawlessly both as fighters and in their everyday life. 
This, according to the introduction, is because in the Soviet army , 
as well as in the North Vietnamese, Chinese and Cuban armies, the Party 
member is viewed by guerilla fighters as an example of the "new man" 
in the "socialist man". It is the responsibility of all Argentine 
Party members who fight in ERP (People's Revolutionary Army) to uphold 
this image.] 

Article #10: Rhodesia and South Africa - New Advances in Revolution 

The introduction states that shortly after the revolutionary 
victory in Angola, the revolutionary movement in South Africa and 
Rhodesia once again was cause for concern to the imperialists. The 
Yankees are again beginning to face yet another failure, the prospect 
of revolutionary victory in a military and economically strategic location 
on the black continent. The South African portion of the article gives 
a brief political and cultural history of South Africa outlining its 
black/white problems. It ends by saying that South Africa is the most 
industrialized African nation, a producer of strategic raw materials 
and a strategic geographic location of great importance to the US and 
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Europe. The same information is provided on Rhodesia which is decribed 
as "casually racist", but more-so than South Africa. Prospects for 
revolution in both countries are encouraging. In Rhodesia the revolutionary 
forces of Albert [illegible] are 15,000 strong, well equipped and have 
the support of the Soviet Union and Cuba. Next November, a large military 
offensive will begin which, according to bourgeois calcualtions, will 
result in takeover of power by mid-1977. In South African cities there 
is an increase in the struggle by the masses, and the regime has in­
creased its military budget from $1332 million (US) in 1975 to $1494 
million (US). To the US, revolution in Rhodesia is active and incipient 
in South Africa where counter-revolutionary measures are being taken 
by police advised by the US. Encouraged by the victories in Angola, 
Mozambique, Guinea Bissau, etc., the revolution in countries such as 
Rhodesia and South Africa is imminent. All this is within the framework 
of the current situation of advances in the socialist camp and retreats 
by imperialism. 

Article #11: Annihilate the Repressive Forces, Execute Executives 

[The article relates how the guerilla accompanies the movement 
of the masses by striking hard at the enemy and with its action defines 
a clear operational line. The article summarizes guerilla activities 
during an unspecified period of time and describes attacks on police 
forces in the Rosario, Argentine area, the execution of a Chrysler 
Corporation executive, and attempts against other executives. It goes 
on to say that these two aspects of guerilla warfare will be integrated 
into the military line of resistance.J 

Article #12: Imperialist Plans for the Southern Cone 

[The article explains that in 1975 and 1976 the US suffered from 
international tension, political/economic crisis, earthquakes and other 
troubles. It states that the revolutionary victories in Vietnam and 
Angola mark a clear stage of socialist advances and imperialist recession. 
In view of this it is clear the US will concentrate its efforts and power 
to guard against revolutions in its backyard, Latin America. In 
addition to providing moral and financial support of pro-imperialist 
and bloodthirsty regimes such as Argentina's and its neighbors, the 
US will increase its military presence in South America and will try 
to create a repressive system on a continental scale. The article 
states that an agreement to form an Inter-American military alliance, 
with possible participation of South Africa, is forthcoming. The 
military alliance will be formed to defend the South Atlantic. The 
Yankees and pro-imperialist military officers present the South Atlantic 
military alliance as a necessity brought by the "red threat". The 
threat that the Yankees present is the military presence of the Soviet 
Union in the South Atlantic which is superior to that of the US. 
With the setbacks suffered in Africa and Asia, the US must now undertake 
a supreme effort to impede revolution in the Americas, particularly 
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in the southern portion where they most fear danger. It is easy to 
understand that the true objective of this project is not to defend 
against an imagined Soviet threat but a desperate imperialist intent 
to preserve its domination of Latin America.] 

Article #13: [Title Illegible] 

[This is a chapter translated from the book "The Socialist Revolution 
in Vietnalll", written by Le THIAN, Secretary General of the Worker's 
Party of Vietnam. The reproduction of this entire article is extremely 
bad and unreadable. Since it is an extraction from an open publication, 
no effort was made to translate the content of the chapter.J 

Article #14: International News 

[Two newspaper articles .... One concerns the right-wing pressure 
encountered by the Spanish Government as a result of the uprising of 
the masses and the increasing guerilla actions, and the other is on 
the military coup in Thailand carried out by Thai military officers 
under orders of the US CIA. Both articles relate then current events 
presented in anti-US rhetoric.] 

Article # 15: [Title 11 legible.] 

[This is a reprint of the Spanish translation of a talk given by 
Le DUAN to memebers of the Worker's Party of Vietnam concerning the 
necessity of fully understanding the characteristics of the people in 
order to use those characteristics to structure socialism.]

Article #1: A Letter to Fidel

(This is a letter to "Uncle" Fidel CASTRO written by a 20-year 
old Vietnamese girl named Nyuyen Thi THANH HA, dated November 1968. 
The letter starts out by stating that for the first time, the girl read 
of Cuba and Che GUEVARA via a Voice of Vietnam broadcast in November 
1967. Since then she has learned countless things about Cuba and 
GUEVARA's struggle against imperialism. The letter recounts Yankee 
atrocities in Vietnam, i.e., clean-up operations, bombings, shootings, 
burning and raping by US soldiers. It states that Ho Chi MINH has 
said that "the defeat of the Yankees is evident" and ends with a request 
that when the author's country is totally liberated, she desires to go 
to Cuba and study. Once she masters the language, she wishes to join 
the ranks of an "international army of volunteers" to fight where 
"Che GUEVARA heroically fell".] 

Article #2: Jose MARTI, Father of Latin American Independence 

[An article which refers to Jose MARTI as the hero of the first 
Latin American Independence, the undisputed father of the Cuban revolution 
and the first man on the continent to undertake the struggle against 
imperialism. The article relates how, after the 1956 attack on the 
Moncada Barracks, Fidel CASTRO was interrogated by members of the 
BATISTA regirne and asked who were the intellectual authors behind the 
attack. Fidel replied "Jose MARTI was the intellectual author". 
MARTI's activities while in exile are recounted to include the writing 
and publishing underground newspapers, his organizing of his compatriots 
in the US, and learning the true intent of Yankee imperialism was to 
"learn about our American countries and their resources which appear 
to be a necessary market for the excess production of American industries". 
MARTI had deeply founded reasons to warn Latin American peoples of 

the dangers caused by Spanish colonialism and English imperialism when 
he said "I have lived in the monster, I know its idiosyncrasies and 
my sling is similar to David's". The article continues to slant MARTI's 
writings to revolutionary application and concludes that MARTI was an 
extraordinary example of struggle and revolt against all types of colonial 
and imperialistic domination. His "INDEPENDENCE OR DEATH" slogan lives 
in the "FATHERLAND OR DEATH" of the definitely 1 iberated and socialist 
victorious Cuban people.] 

Article #3: Yankee Military Bases in Latin America 

[The economic, political and military supremacy of the US in 
Latin America calls for backing by a powerful military force. One of 
its most effective instruments is the concentration of ground, air and 
naval bases in the Caribbean and South America. These bases are the 
diabolic measures that serve the corrupt State Department, in conjunction 
with the Pentagon, to subdue the continent's governments. The article 
states that justification for Central American and Caribbean bases is 
given as strategic defense of Panama Canal routes; however, this is 
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discounted by the fact that modern arms make these exqu1s1te precautions 
virtually unnecessary. In reality, these US. bases in the Caribbean 
and Central America constitute a platform for aggression against the 
rest of Latin America. The article then provides a rundown on US bases 
and tracking stations at Guantanamo, throughout Puerto Rico, Bermuda, 
Antigua, Jamaica, Trinidad, Panama Canal Zone, Ecuador and Chile, as 
well as training centers in Brazil and Venezuela. The article then 
relates how US military blockades, agreements, missions and bases in 
Latin America function in conjunction with anti-guerilla schools. It 
describes the Army Special \farfare School, the School fo the Caribe 
(actually the Army School of the Americas) in the Canal Zone and a police 
school at Fort Davis, Canal Zone. It also describes the International 
School of Counterrevolutionary War, established at the Argentine Command 
and General Staff School and ends with a statement that the Pentagon 
recently announced that it will initiate seminars for diplomats and 
military members to "assist developing nations to fight internal sub­
version and foreign threats,,.] 

Article ~4: ERP (People's Revolutionary Army) Plan 

1, POLITICAL 

a. Denounce pacts that obligate us to the US and other foreign 
countries. 

b. Establish a system of social democratic government. 

c. Judge political delinquents, remove them from power, etc. 

d. Thorough organization of the masses.
